I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion filed on February 19, 2013 by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), seeking certain waivers to permit early consideration of wind bids prior to the expiration of recently extended federal production tax credits (PTCs) and investment tax credits for wind resource (PTC Wind Bids).  Within this Motion, Public Service seeks shortened response time (Shortened Response Request) and expedited Commission consideration of this Motion. 

2. Now being duly advised, we grant, in part, the Shortened Response Request. 

B. Findings and Conclusions

3. In support of its Motion, Public Service states that, as part of the American Taxpayer Relief Act of 2012 signed into law on January 2, 2013, the legislation extended the PTC for wind projects “the construction of which begin … before January 1, 2014.” The Motion therefore proposes a process for early consideration of PTC Wind Bids, including approval to issue the 2013 All-Source Solicitation RFP on or about March 1, 2013.

4. Through the Shortened Response Request, in order to accommodate this timeline, Public Service seeks to shorten response time to the Motion to February 25, 2013 and seeks a Commission decision granting or denying the Motion on or about February 27, 2013.  

5. Public Service further represents that it reasonably attempted to confer with all other parties through an email sent to the parties the morning of February 19, 2013, and lists parties that responded to the email, noting that all responses concurred with the request for shortened response time. 

6. While we agree with Public Service that shortened response time to the Motion is appropriate, as the Motion was filed on February 19, 2013, we find that a response time ending on February 25, 2013 is too expedited to allow for appropriate response to the substantive Motion.  Instead, we find appropriate shortening response time to 12:00 p.m. on March 1, 2013. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to the motion seeking certain waivers to permit early consideration of wind bids prior to the expiration of recently extended federal production tax credits and investment tax credits for wind resource filed on February 19, 2013 by Public Service Company of Colorado is shortened to 12:00 p.m. on March 1, 2013.
