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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On February 5, 2013, Broadvox-CLEC, LLC (Broadvox), filed Advice Letter No. 2 (attached as Exhibit 2) and a proposed tariff.  Broadvox states that the purpose of the filing is to introduce its initial switched access services tariff (Advice Letter No. 2).  The proposed effective date for the proposed tariff filed with Advice Letter No. 1 is March 8, 2013. 

B. Findings of Fact

2. Pursuant to paragraph 1 in Attachment A (Conditions for Authority) of Decision No. C12-1373, mailed on November 29, 2012, in Docket No. 12A-1115T, Broadvox is required to provide concurrent with its initial tariff, a verified statement signed by an officer of Broadvox, attaching the original and two copies of a bond or letter of credit.  The requirement to provide financial assurance in the form of a bond or letter of credit is a condition in the telecommunications authority granted to Broadvox in Decision No. C12-1373, ordering paragraph no. 10. 

3. The filing made by Broadvox on February 5, 2013 did not include the required filing of financial assurance in the form of a bond or a letter of credit and a verified statement filed by an officer of Broadvox and therefore is not in compliance with the Commission's Decision cited in paragraph 2 above.  

4. Staff of the Commission contacted representatives of the company and advised them of the requirement to provide financial assurance in compliance with the conditional authority granted by the Commission. The company’s representative responded that the application of the bond is being processed and could provide no definitive timeframe.  

5. The Commission’s public notice period for Advice Letter No. 2 expired on February 25, 2013 and no financial assurance instrument has been received by the Commission. 

6. Now, being fully advised in the matter, we will reject Advice Letter No. 2 and its proposed tariff filed by Broadvox.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Advice Letter No. 2 and accompanying tariff sheets filed by Broadvox-CLEC, LLC. on February 5, 2013, are rejected without prejudice.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
