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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On February 13, 2013, Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG or Company) filed an application, along with exhibits required under Rules 4002 and 4105 of the Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-4 (Application).  CNG seeks an Order authorizing it to encumber issued and outstanding shares of CNG common stock.
2. The Commission issued a Notice of the Application (Notice) on February 20, 2013.  The Notice allowed entities until March 2, 2013 to intervene and set this matter for a hearing on March 8, 2013.  However, the Company did not cause a notice of the Application to be published and did not file an affidavit of publication as required by Rule 4105(f). 
3. To provide CNG with an opportunity to comply with Rule 4105(f), we will table the consideration of the merits of the Application at this time and vacate the hearing set for March 8, 2013.  We also note that Rule 4105(g) requires the Commission to grant or deny an application filed pursuant to Rule 4105 within 30 days after filing, unless the Commission, for good cause shown, enters an order granting an extension and stating fully the facts necessitating the extension.  Given the fact that CNG has failed to timely comply with Rule 4105(f), we find good cause to invoke the extension provision of Rule 4105(g) and to extend the time period for a Commission decision on the merits beyond 30 days after filing of the Application.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (Company) is ordered to cause a notice of the Application filed on February 13, 2013 to be published and to file an affidavit of publication, in compliance with Rule 4105(f) of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-4.  The Company is ordered to do so as soon as possible, to enable the Commission to consider the merits of the Application.

2. Pursuant to Rule 4105(g), the Commission finds good cause to extend the time period for a Commission decision on the merits beyond 30 days after filing of the Application.  

3. The hearing previously scheduled in this matter for March 8, 2013 is vacated.

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
