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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request from Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC (CenturyLink) filed on April 1, 2013, in its Status Report and Request for Additional Time to Finalize Tentative Settlement and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Request). 
2. In its Request, CenturyLink notes that by Decision No. C12-0197, issued February 24, 2012, the Commission directed the parties in this docket to negotiate the potential settlement of the issues in dispute in this case, and on or before April 1, 2013, either:  (a) file a redesigned Colorado Performance Assurance Plan (CPAP); or (b) file individual or joint proposals for a procedural schedule to litigate the parties’ disputes. 

3. CenturyLink represents that, during the final days before the April 1, 2013, deadline, many of the active parties reached a settlement in principle that resolves disputed issues.  However, additional time is needed to finalize specific language issues and execute the settlement; confirm parties’ positions regarding the settlement; and make requisite filings with the Commission.  CenturyLink further represents that the parties anticipate that 30 days should be a sufficient extension to finalize the tentative settlement and take these steps. CenturyLink therefore requests that the deadline for filing a revised CPAP or a status report setting forth a proposed adjudicatory procedural schedule be delayed until May 1, 2013.  

4. CenturyLink states that no party has indicated opposition to the status report or the request for additional time and, therefore, waiver of response time is appropriate. 

5. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the request for additional time and waive response time thereto. 
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request filed by Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC on April 1, 2013, in its Status Report and Request for Additional Time to Finalize Tentative Settlement and Request for Waiver of Response Time requesting the Commission allow until May 1, 2013, for parties to file a revised Colorado Performance Assurance Plan or a status report setting forth a proposed adjudicatory procedural schedule, is granted and response time thereto is waived. 
2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
