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I. by the commission

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Amend Application of Union Pacific Railroad Company (Motion) filed by the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) on March 27, 2013, seeking authority to change the currently approved relocation point of the existing siding track from the middle bent of the existing Interstate 225 (I-225) bridge structure to under the north bent of the structure, National Inventory No. 804604C, in the City of Aurora, County of Adams, State of Colorado.  

2. No responses were filed to the Motion.

3. As grounds for the request, UPRR states that moving the siding will allow room for Regional Transportation District (RTD) tracks to be constructed in the area vacated by the Sable Siding.  A review of the plans shows that movement of the siding to the north bent of the existing bridge structure will provide additional room for the RTD tracks to be constructed under the middle bent of the structure.  A review of the plans also shows that the new siding location will continue to meet or exceed the Commission Rules 7324, 7325, and 7326 of the Rules Regulating Railroads, Rail Fixed Guideways, Transportation by Rail, and Rail Crossings, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-7.

4. The Commission previously approved relocation of the siding by Decision No. C11-0186 mailed February 23, 2011.

5. Good cause being shown, we will grant the Motion and alter Decision 
No. C11-0186 to approve the new proposed siding location as outlined in the Motion.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Amend Application of Union Pacific Railroad Company (Motion) filed by the Union Pacific Railroad Company on March 27, 2013 seeking authority to change the currently approved relocation point of the existing siding track from the middle bent of the existing Interstate 225 (I-225) bridge structure to under the north bent of the structure, National Inventory No. 804604C, in the City of Aurora, County of Adams, State of Colorado is granted.

2. Decision No. C11-0186 is altered to reflect approval of the change in relocation of the siding to that shown in Exhibit B to the Motion.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

4. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further orders as necessary.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
