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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Stipulated Motion to Amend Application (Motion) filed by the Town of Wellington (Wellington) and the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) and amended application (Amended Application) filed by Wellington on April 10, 2013, requesting authority to change the signal bungalow location from the currently approved northeast quadrant of the crossing to the northwest quadrant of the crossing of Washington Avenue with the tracks of the BNSF.
2. As grounds for the request, Wellington and BNSF state that there is a drainage ditch in the location of the currently approved signal bungalow location that is an obstruction to construction of the bungalow.  The current location was approved by Decision No. R12-1332 on November 14, 2012.  The new location provides a flat and unobstructed area to construct the signal bungalow.
3. Good cause being shown, we will grant the Motion and Amended Application to allow construction of the crossing signal bungalow in the northwest quadrant of the crossing.

4. Given that all parties to this docket signed the Motion, we will waive response time to the motion on our own motion.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Stipulated Motion to Amend Application (Motion) filed by the Town of Wellington (Wellington) and the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) and amended application filed by Wellington on April 10, 2013, requesting authority to change the signal bungalow location from the currently approved northeast quadrant of the crossing to the northwest quadrant of the crossing of Washington Avenue with the tracks of the BNSF is granted.

2. Response time to the Motion is waived on the Commission’s own motion.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

4. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further orders as necessary.
