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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Acknowledgement of FCC Approval of Virgin Mobile’s Forbearance Petition (motion) filed by Virgin Mobile USA, L.P. (Virgin Mobile) on April 17, 2013.  

2. In Decision No. R12-0246, effective March 6, 2012, as amended by Decision No. C12-0322 on March 23, 2012, Administrative Law Judge Paul C. Gomez issued a requirement that Virgin Mobile make a filing demonstrating Federal Communications Commission (FCC) approval of its forbearance compliance plan application.  A deadline for the filing was set for September 23, 2012, six months after the effective date of the amended decision.  The Administrative Law Judge also stated that additional time to make the filing may be granted upon a showing of good cause.

3. Virgin Mobile determined it would be unable to make the filing within the required six-month timeframe, and on August 20, 2012, filed a motion for an extension of time to make the filing on or before January 31, 2013.  The Commission granted Virgin Mobile’s request by Decision No. C12-1065, issued on September 13, 2012.  

4. Virgin Mobile filed a second motion for extension time on December 19, 2012, citing an order issued by the FCC that extended the date by which the Forbearance Petition filed by Virgin Mobile would be granted by an additional 90 days.  That Motion sought an extension to make the required filing until April 30, 2013. The Commission granted Virgin Mobile’s Motion on January 9, 2013, by Decision No. C13-0050.

5. In the instant motion, Virgin Mobile states that the FCC released its order granting Virgin Mobile’s Forbearance Petition on April 15, 2013.  The order demonstrating FCC approval was attached to the motion as “Attachment A.”  Virgin Mobile now seeks the Commission’s acknowledgement of the filing in compliance with Decision No. R12-0246.

6. By its filing demonstrating the FCC’s approval of its Forbearance Petition, we acknowledge that Virgin Mobile has complied with the conditions required in Recommended Decision No. R12-0246.    The Commission therefore finds good cause to grant the motion.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Acknowledgement of FCC Approval of Virgin Mobile’s Forbearance Petition filed by Virgin Mobile USA, L.P. on April 17, 2013 is granted.
