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TO THE PARTIES IN THIS MATTER AND ALL INTERESTED PERSONS, FIRMS, OR CORPORATIONS:

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. On May 15, 2013, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) filed a Verified Application requesting approval to amend its 2012 Renewable Energy Standard (RES) Compliance Plan (Application).  Public Service seeks to acquire up to 33.6 MW of additional capacity through its Small Solar*Rewards Program (systems under 10kW).  The Application reflects an agreement reached by Public Service, the Solar Energy Industry Association (SEIA), and the Colorado Solar Energy Industry Association (CoSEIA), as discussed below.  Public Service filed the Application with Direct Testimony.
2. By Decision Nos. R12-0261 issued March 8, 2012 and C12-0606 issued June 8, 2012 in Docket No. 11A-418E, the Commission approved the Company’s 2012 RES Compliance Plan.  The 2013 acquisition targets for the Small Solar*Rewards Program included two declining price steps of 4.8 MW each, thus setting a 9.6 MW acquisition limit for the program. 
3. In the Application, the Company explains that it became aware by April 2013 that it had received sufficient applications to fill the 9.6 MW of capacity available.  Effective May 2, 2013, the Company closed the program.  
4. The Company states that as the time for closing the small program approached, it began talks with SEIA and CoSEIA.  Public Service, SEIA, and CoSEIA reached an agreement by which the Company would propose to the Commission an amendment to its 2012 RES Plan to address the continuation of solar acquisitions through the Small Solar*Rewards Program.  

5. By Decision No. C13-0275, issued on March 1, 2013 in Docket No. 13V-0085E, the Commission approved Public Service’s proposal to extend price steps through its Small Solar*Rewards Programs from January 1, 2014 to the effective date of the Commission’s approval of its 2014 RES Compliance Plan, in the event that the final approval of the 
2014 RES Compliance Plan becomes effective after January 1, 2014.  Public Service thus seeks a variance from that decision in order to implement its proposal as set forth in the Application. 
6. The Company requests that the Commission enter a decision on the Application no later than the 120-day time period set forth in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  In support of its request 


for an expedited schedule, Public Service explains that it served a copy of its filing in this docket on the parties in Docket No. 11A-418E.
  
B. Findings and Conclusions
7. Given the timing issues surrounding the Application and the fact that Public Service has served a copy of this filing on the parties from Docket No. 11A-418E, we find good cause to shorten the notice and intervention period for this proceeding.  We find a deadline of 5:00 p.m. June 7, 2013, appropriate for the filing of requests for intervention, including any notice of intervention by right filed by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission. 

8. We further conclude that a shortened response time to interventions is appropriate and set a deadline of 12:00 p.m. on June 11, 2013, for such responses. 

9. The Application is available for public inspection at the Commission’s office located at 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202 between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., excluding weekends and state holidays.  This Order is the notice that Public Service’s Verified Application requesting Commission approval to amend its 2012 Renewable Energy Compliance Plan and for a Variance from Decision No. C13-0275 has been filed. 
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The notice period for the Verified Application filed on May 15, 2013, by Public Service Company of Colorado requesting approval to amend its Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Plan shall extend through and include 5:00 p.m. on June 7, 2013.

2. Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding, including Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, shall file a petition for leave to intervene or, under the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, other appropriate pleadings to become a party by June 7, 2013.
3. Alternatively, persons who do not wish to intervene or become a party, but desire to file comments, may send written comments addressed to the Public Utilities Commission, 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202.  

4. The period for responses to petitions for leave to intervene shall extend through 12:00 p.m. on June 11, 2013.  

5. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
