I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission upon the Unopposed Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado for Establishment of New Procedural Schedule and Waiver of Response Time (Motion) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on May 23, 2013.  In that Motion, Public Service requests that we modify the procedural schedule previously established in this docket.  

2. The significant changes proposed in the Motion are: resetting the deadline for rebuttal testimony from May 24, 2013 to June 14, 2013; establishment of a sur-rebuttal round of written testimony to be due on July 22, 2013; the movement of the hearing dates from June 17 through 21, 2013, to August 7 through 9, 2013; and changes to the discovery response periods and deadlines.

3. The Motion proposes to leave the current schedule of briefs on the legal arguments raised by Staff of the Commission (Staff) in its answer testimony unchanged.  Public Service also states that it waives the time limits under § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., for issuance of a Commission decision. 

4. Public Service states that it needs extra time to validate information contained in its direct case based upon the information filed in the Answer Testimony filed by Staff and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel.  Public Service and the parties have agreed to insert a round of Sur-rebuttal testimony to allow interveners to respond to Public Service’s Rebuttal testimony.

5. Having been briefed on this matter, we find good cause to grant the Motion.  We also find that the modified procedural schedule to a more robust record on the merits.  We also acknowledge Public Service’s waiver of statutory rights under § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

6. The pre-hearing conference scheduled for June 10, 2013, is cancelled.  We also vacate the hearing dates scheduled for June 17 through21, 2013.  After the filing of legal briefs on May 31, 2013, we will advise the parties on whether we intend to hear oral argument on these legal issues.  If we elect to do so, the oral argument will be held on June 19, 2013 at 1:00 p.m.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado for Establishment of New Procedural Schedule and Waiver of Response Time (Motion) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) is granted, consistent with the discussion above.
2. Rebuttal testimony is due June 14, 2013.  Sur-rebuttal testimony is due July 22, 2013.  We adopt the deadlines and response periods for discovery as proposed in the Motion.
3. The Pre-Hearing Conference scheduled for 9:00 a.m. on June 10, 2013 is vacated. The Commission tentatively sets June 19, 2013 at 1:00 p.m., to hear oral argument on the issues presented in the legal briefs that are due May 31, 2013.
4. The hearings scheduled for June 17 through 21, 2013, are vacated.
