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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Joint Motion for Extension of Time to File Plans, Cost Estimates, and Executed Construction and Maintenance Agreement (Joint Motion) filed by the City of Commerce City (Commerce City) and the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) on May 9, 2013, requesting an extension to August 1, 2013, to file with the Commission the plans, cost estimates, and executed Construction and Maintenance Agreement.

2. As grounds, Commerce City and UPRR state the complexity of the improvements and design requires both parties to strictly adhere to their procedures and processes to prepare and approve the required plans, cost estimates, and Construction and Maintenance Agreement.  

3. While the parties have been working diligently to meet the May 15, 2013 deadline required by Decision No. C12-1315 issued November 13, 2012, approving the settlement agreement entered into by Commerce City and UPRR requiring the plans, cost estimates, and executed Construction and Maintenance Agreement to be filed within six months of the approval of the settlement agreement, Commerce City and UPRR state that it will take longer to complete these documents.  

4. Commerce City and UPRR request up to and including August 1, 2013 to file the plans, cost estimates, and executed Construction and Maintenance Agreement.

5. No responses were filed to the Joint Motion. 

6. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Joint Motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That: 

1. The Joint Motion for Extension of Time to File Plans, Cost Estimates, and Executed Construction and Maintenance Agreement filed by the City of Commerce City and the Union Pacific Railroad Company on May 9, 2013, requesting an extension of time to August 1, 2013 to file with the Commission the plans, cost estimates, and executed Construction and Maintenance Agreement is granted.
2. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further orders in this matter.
