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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission in consideration of a Petition for Variance (Petition) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) on May 23, 2013.  Public Service requests that the Commission waive 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3-3662(a) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, so that it may file its 2012 Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Report (2012 RES Compliance Report) on July 15, 2013, which is the same day it is required to file its 2014 RES Compliance Plan.  The Company also seeks a waiver of response time to the Petition.

2. In support of its request, Public Service indicates that it requires more time to complete its 2012 RES Compliance Report to ensure a correct accounting allocation for calculating the Renewable Energy Standard Adjustment (RESA) balance.  The Company further requests that the 2012 RES Compliance Report be filed contemporaneously with the 
2014 RES Compliance Plan so that the RESA balance reported as part of the 
2014 RES Compliance Plan reflects the accounting allocation in the 2012 RES Compliance Report.
3. Paragraph 3662(a) of the Commission’s RES Rules requires that “Each investor owned and cooperative electric association QRU [Qualifying Retail Utility] shall file an annual compliance report no later than June 1 to report on the status of the QRU’s compliance with the renewable energy standard for the most recently completed compliance year.”
4. By Decision No. C12-0066 in Docket No. 11A-870E, issued on January 19, 2012, the Commission directed Public Service to file a combined 2014-2015 Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Plan on March 1, 2013.
5. By Decision No. C13-0275 in Docket No. 13V-0085E, issued on March 1, 2013, the Commission approved Public Service’s request to file a 2014 RES Compliance Plan separate from its 2015 RES Compliance Plan and set a filing deadline for the 2014 RES Compliance Plan of July 15, 2013.

6. In the instant Petition, Public Service states that it has conferred with the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel and that neither party objects to its request.  The Company also indicates that there should be no adverse impact from granting its request as any interested party will have an opportunity to review and comment upon the Company’s 2012 RES Compliance Report.
B. Findings and Conclusions
7. We find good cause to waive response time to the Petition and to grant Public Services’ request to extend the filing deadline for its 2012 RES Compliance Report to no later than July 15, 2013.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Petition for Variance filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on May 23, 2013 is waived. 

2. The filing deadline in paragraph 3662(a) of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3, is waived.  Public Service shall file its 2012 Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Report on or before July 15, 2013.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
