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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the joint application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (RRR) to Decision No. C13-0506, filed on May 17, 2013, by Rocky Mountain Pipeline System, LLC (RMPS), and Magellan Midstream Partners, L.P. (Magellan).  Being duly advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the RRR.

2. By way of background, on March 5, 2013, RMPS and Magellan jointly filed an application for approval to transfer the ownership and control of the Colorado jurisdictional pipeline assets owned and operated by RMPS to Magellan.
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on March 13, 2013.
4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  The proceeding was uncontested.  The joint application filed by RMPS and Magellan for approval to transfer the ownership and control of the Colorado jurisdictional pipeline assets owned and operated by RMPS to Magellan was granted by Decision No. C13-0506 (Decision) on April 24, 2013.

5. In their RRR, RMPS and Magellan request that the Commission reconsider the requirements named in Ordering Paragraph No. 3 and Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of the Decision.
6. In support of the request to reconsider Ordering Paragraph No. 3, RMPS and Magellan state:
The Order requires RMPS to “file a terminating annual report from the first of January, 2013, to the date of this Order” or May 1, 2013.  Magellan would be required to file an annual report from the closing date of the transaction transferring ownership of RMPS’ utility assets to the end of 2013.  Because the closing of the transaction has not yet occurred, the Applicants believe the unintended result of the current language in Ordering paragraph 3 is a gap in time between the end date of RMPS’ annual report (May 1, 2013) and the beginning date of Magellan’s annual report.

Applicants respectfully request the Commission reconsider the language in Ordering paragraph number 3 and change it to read: “RMPS shall file a terminating annual report from the first of January, 2013, to the closing date of the transaction.”

7. In support of the request to reconsider Ordering Paragraph No. 5, RMPS and Magellan state:
The Order requires the Applicants to file a terminating annual report and an adoption notice of the currently effective tariff.  The applicants must comply with the requirements of the Order within 60 days of its effective date, or June 28, 2013.…

As detailed in the Joint Application, the transfer of assets will occur only after receipt of all required regulatory approvals.  The Applicants anticipated this would occur in the first half of 2013.  However, the necessary regulatory approvals have not yet been obtained, and at this point any number of factors could affect when the required regulatory approvals are obtained.  
As a result, the transaction has not closed and the Applicants are unable to specify when the transaction will close.  Therefore, the Applicants request the Commission reconsider Ordering paragraph 5 and amend the language to require Applicants to comply with the requirements of the Order within 60 days of the closing date of the transaction.

8. The Commission finds that RMPS and Magellan have shown good cause to amend the language of Ordering Paragraphs No. 3 and No. 5. Therefore, we grant the Joint application for RRR filed by RMPS and Magellan.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Joint Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration filed on May 17, 2013, by Rocky Mountain Pipeline System, LLC (RMPS) and Magellan Midstream Partners, L.P. (Magellan) is granted.

2. Ordering Paragraph No. 3 is amended to read “RMPS shall file a terminating annual report from the first of January, 2013, to the closing date of the transaction.”

3. Ordering Paragraph No. 5 is amended to read: 
If RMPS and Magellan do not comply with the requirements of this Order within 60 days of the closing date of the transaction, then the approval to transfer the ownership and control of the Colorado jurisdictional pipeline assets owned and operated by RMPS to Magellan shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 60 days.

4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
