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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition for Waiver/Variance filed on April 12, 2013, by Hot Springs Adventures Inc. (Petitioner).
2. Petitioner requests a waiver of Rule 6305 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.
3. The vehicle for which a waiver is requested is a 1993 Ford Van, 
VIN No. 1FDJE37G1PHA83116. The waiver is requested indefinitely from April 10, 2013 onward.
4. Commission Staff sent Petitioner a letter on April 18, 2013. The letter informed Petitioner that the application could not be put on public notice, as Petitioner requested a waiver of Rule 6305, which applies only to limited regulation carriers, not common carriers. Petitioner has only common carrier authority through the Commission, not limited regulation carrier authority. If Petitioner wished to request a waiver of Rule 6213, which applies to common carriers, Petitioner would need to submit a written supplement. The letter also informed Petitioner that, if Petitioner had the vehicles in service on August 1, 2012 under Petitioner’s common carrier authority, Petitioner would not actually need a waiver until July 31, 2014. 

5. Petitioner did not respond to this letter or amend the petition. The petition could not be placed on public notice as a result. 
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The petition of Hot Springs Adventures Inc., for a waiver of Rule 6305(b) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, is denied.
2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
