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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter filed on June 5, 2013 by Denis Neba, doing business as Loving Care Transportation, requesting that the Commission reactivate Contract Carrier Permit No. B-09965 on June 19, 2013. 
2. By Decision No. C13-0544 (Decision), mailed on May 9, 2013, the Commission granted Mr. Neba’s application for authority to suspend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-09965 from April 9, 2013 through April 8, 2014.

3. Specifically, Ordering Paragraph No. 2 of the Decision states that “[t]he application filed by Denis Neba, doing business as Loving Care Transportation, for authority to suspend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-09965 is granted, nunc pro tunc, from April 9, 2013 through April 8, 2014.”

4. Further, Ordering Paragraph No. 3 of the Decision states that “[o]n April 9, 2014, Contract Carrier Permit No. B-09965 shall be administratively reactivated.”

5. Pursuant to § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., “[t]he commission, at any time upon notice to the public utility affected … may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it.  Any decision rescinding, altering, or amending a prior decision, when served upon the public utility affected, shall have the same effect as original decisions.”  
6. The Commission finds that good cause exists to construe the letter filed on June 5, 2013 as a motion to amend the Decision in order to reactivate Contract Carrier Permit 
No. B-09965 on June 19, 2013.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by Denis Neba, doing business as Loving Care Transportation, on June 5, 2013, is construed as a Motion to Amend Decision No. C13-0544 pursuant to 
§ 40-6-112(1), C.R.S.

2. The Motion filed by Denis Neba, doing business as Loving Care Transportation, to reactivate Contract Carrier Permit No. B-09965 on June 19, 2013 is granted.

3. Ordering Paragraph Nos. 2 and 3 of Decision No. C13-0544 are amended to read as follows:

2.
The application filed by Denis Neba, doing business as Loving Care Transportation, for authority to suspend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-09965 is granted, nunc pro tunc, from April 9, 2013 through June 18, 2013.

3.
On June 19, 2013, Contract Carrier Permit No. B-09965 shall be administratively reactivated.

4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
