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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. In 1990, the Colorado Legislature established the Colorado Low-Income Telephone Assistance Program (Fund or LITAP), also called Lifeline.  See § 40-3.4-101, C.R.S., et seq.  In 1991, the Commission adopted Rules Prescribing the Procedures for Administering the Low-Income Telephone Assistance Fund.  See, Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723‑2‑2800, et seq.  
Rules 4 CCR 723-2-2804 and 2805 provide for the reimbursement to basic local exchange telecommunications providers from the Fund, as well as for the remittance of any excess collections by providers to the Fund.

2. The Commission has established the Fund in conjunction with the Colorado State Treasurer and acts in the capacity of Administrator of the Fund. 

3. Senate Bill 13-194 (SB194), enacted April 1, 2013, repeals LITAP.  Pursuant to Commission Decision No. C13-0395 issued April 5, 2013, each provider that collects the uniform charge, offers LITAP to its subscribers, or both collects the uniform charge and offers LITAP to its subscribers, was required to submit a final LITAP report no later than June 1, 2013 (Final LITAP Report).   
4. Each provider’s Final LITAP Report reflected the number of access lines subject to the LITAP surcharge and number of LITAP subscribers currently receiving the discount pursuant to LITAP.  These Final LITAP Reports were required in order for Commission Staff to calculate final disbursements for those providers that are net recipients of the LITAP fund.  Any provider that did not file its final LITAP report on or before June 1, 2013, will not be eligible for reimbursement.   
5. We find that the following telecommunications providers have submitted the number of eligible subscribers who received low-income telephone assistance and its administration cost of the program on the proper Commission form for reimbursement for the provision of low-income telephone assistance in the amounts as stated for the period January 1, 2012, through December 31, 2012, and January 1, 2013, through April 30, 2013:

6. These will be the final reimbursements from LITAP.  If a carrier disputes the amount of its reimbursement, it must inform the Commission in writing no later than 12:00 p.m., June 24, 2013, for the matter to be considered prior to the expiration of LITAP pursuant to SB194.  Carriers are on notice that disputes raised after 12:00 p.m. on June 24, 2013, shall not be considered.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Pursuant to § 40-3.4-108(1), C.R.S., and Rules 2804 and 2805 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2, the providers listed in paragraph 5 above shall receive reimbursements from the Colorado Low-Income Telephone Assistance Program (LITAP), totaling $509,658.97 for the period January 1, 2012, through December 31, 2012, and January 1, 2013, through April 30, 2013.  

2. If a carrier disputes the amount of its reimbursement, it must inform the Commission in writing no later than 12:00 p.m., June 24, 2013, for the matter to be considered prior to the expiration of LITAP pursuant to Senate Bill 13-194.  Carriers are on notice that disputes raised after 12:00 p.m. on June 24, 2013, shall not be considered.  
3. The 20-day time period provided for by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
