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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. Commission Decision No. C13-0499 (Decision) was issued May 1, 2013, to conform certain filing requirements of eligible telecommunications carriers to a Federal Communications Commission (FCC) order.  The FCC issued an order (DA-13-1348) on June 10, 2013, which waives the July 1, 2013, annual reporting filing requirement as identified under Section 54.313(j) of the FCC’s rules.  On our own motion we amend Decision No. C13-0499 to reflect the FCC’s order.

2. The FCC is currently seeking approval of the new FCC Form 481 (the Carrier Annual Reporting Data Collection Form) from the Office of Management and Budget (OMB). The new FCC Form 481 includes the Lifeline required reporting under Section 54.422 of the FCC’s rules. The FCC will afford reasonable time for Eligible Telecommunication Carriers (ETCs) to file their annual reporting required under Sections 54.313 and 54.422, after OMB’s approval of FCC Form 481.
3. The FCC, however, did not waive the annual rate floor filing of local rates pursuant to Section 54.313(h) of the FCC’s rules, due July 1, 2013.
4. Section 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., provides that “[t]he commission, at any time upon notice to the public utility affected … may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it.  Any decision rescinding, altering, or amending a prior decision, when served upon the public utility affected, shall have the same effect as original decisions.” 
5. We find good cause to amend the Decision to conform with updates made by the FCC subsequent to the date the Decision was issued. 
6. Paragraph no. 4 of the Decision shall be amended to read as follows:

As set forth in this Order, the Commission shall accept certain filings in this docket consistent with requirements set forth in the USF/ICC Transformation Order and the Lifeline/Link Up Order, on or before the date the Wireline Competition Bureau (Bureau) publishes in a Public Notice announcing the new deadline for ETCs to submit their annual reports.
7. Paragraph no. 6 of the Decision shall be amended to read as follows:

Each ETC that is required to file annual reports pursuant to 47 CFR § 54.313 at the FCC must also file in this docket with the Commission:
8. Paragraph no. 7 of the Decision shall be amended to read as follows;

Each ETC shall file the documents described in Paragraph No. 6 a) on or before the date the Bureau publishes in a Public Notice announcing the new deadline for ETCs to submit their annual reports. Carriers are required to file the documents described in Paragraph Nos. 6 b) and c) by the August 15 date set forth in Rule 2187(f)(I), 4 CCR 723-2.

9. The second sentence of paragraph no. 8 of the Decision shall be amended to read as follows:

It must also file a copy of the same documentation required by 47 CFR § 54.422 in this docket with the Commission on or before the date the Bureau publishes in a Public Notice announcing the new deadline for ETCs to submit their annual reports.
10. Ordering paragraph no. 2 of the Decision shall be amended to read as follows:

On or before the date the Bureau publishes in a Public Notice announcing the new deadline for ETCs to submit their annual reports each eligible telecommunications carrier that receives high-cost support and/or Lifeline support shall file applicable documents in this docket consistent with the discussion above.
11. Ordering paragraph no. 3 of the Decision shall be amended to read as follows:
An eligible telecommunications carrier may file for a reasonable extension of time in this docket if it cannot meet the filing deadline.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. On its own motion and pursuant to § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., we amend Decision No. C13-0499 as set forth in this Order.
