I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Commission in consideration of a report on the costs and benefits of distributed solar generation (DSG) systems (Report) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) on May 23, 2013.
 
2. Public Service originally proposed the Report in the course of its 2009 rate case proceeding, Docket No. 09AL-299E.  In Decision No. C09-1223, issued October 29, 2009, the Commission found that the Report would be worthwhile and an important tool in evaluating the impact of DSG, particularly on Public Service’s system.  
3. Public Service and the Governor’s Energy Office
 presented at an August 18, 2010 Commissioners’ Information Meeting (CIM), a detailed plan of the objectives, scope, method, and schedule for the Report.  Subsequent to that CIM, the Company convened a Technical Review Committee, whose members are listed on page viii of the Report, and proceeded with the study.
4. The Commission has been anticipating the Report since May 2011, its original proposed completion date.  We are also aware of the significant interest from a broad range of stakeholders in the Report and its findings. 
5. We therefore find good cause to solicit comments on the Company’s Report. Commenters are asked to provide feedback on the strengths and weaknesses of the study and its findings and may also offer suggestions for steps that the Commission might take after receiving comments on the Report. 

6. Comments shall be filed in the instant docket no later than Friday, August 30, 2013. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. Consistent with the discussion above, interested persons may file comments on the “Costs and Benefits of Distributed Solar Generation on the Public Service Company of Colorado System,” filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on May 23, 2013, no later than August 30, 2013.
