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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On June 7, 2013, Colorado Summit Express LLC, doing business as Denver Breckenridge Express (Applicant) filed an application for temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.  Applicant submitted supplements to the application on June 13 and 24, 2013.

2. Applicant requests temporary authority to transport passengers in 
call-and-demand shuttle service between all points within a ten-mile radius of the intersection of Swan Mountain Road and Colorado Highway 9, Breckenridge, Colorado on the one hand and Denver International Airport and all points on Tower Road between Pena Boulevard and East 56th Avenue, Denver, Colorado on the other hand.

3. The Commission gave notice of the application on June 17, 2013. 
4. Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC filed an intervention opposing the grant of this application on June 21, 2013.
5. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-204(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when “there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no such service capable of meeting the need.”

6. Applicant must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Applicant fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

B. Findings of Fact

7. In support of the temporary authority application, Applicant states: “There are no services (Shuttle) that operate early enough to get to the early AM Flights.”
8. The application contains printed pages from the web sites of MTN Shuttle and Colorado Mountain Express showing that these carriers do not have regular trips getting to Denver International Airport before 6 a.m. 

9. The intervention by Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC shows that Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC has call-and-demand shuttle authority between all points in Summit County and all points in Denver County. 

10. The materials submitted by Applicant on June 24th in response to Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC’s filing purport to show that Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC is not actually providing this service, but the question in the instant docket is whether “there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no such service capable of meeting the need.” 

C. Conclusions

11. The information submitted with this application does not support the granting of the temporary authority.  An immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation services has not been shown to exist, and there is a carrier capable of providing the service.

12. This application for temporary authority is not in the public interest.

13. The denial of this application creates no presumption about the final disposition of the permanent authority application.  The permanent authority application will be determined on the evidence presented using the statutory criteria.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for temporary authority filed by Colorado Summit Express LLC, doing business as Denver Breckenridge Express is denied.

2. The entry of appearance and notice of intervention and initial list of witnesses and exhibits filed by Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC is dismissed as moot.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
