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TO THE PARTIES IN THIS MATTER AND ALL INTERESTED PERSONS, FIRMS, OR CORPORATIONS:

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application or motion (Application) filed jointly on July 5, 2013, by Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, the Boulder Regional Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority, and the City of Aurora (collectively, Applicants).  Within the Application, Applicants request to shorten notice to the Application from 30 days to 14 days (Shortened Notice Request). 

2. The Application requests that the Commission commence an administrative proceeding pursuant to Rules 1300(f), 1303(a), and 1307 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, regarding Next Generation 911 (NG911) to consider a proposed Request for Proposal (RFP) process in addition to investigating how best to provide NG911 for Colorado.  Further, Applicants note that CenturyLink QC (CenturyLink) filed an Advice Letter in Proceeding No. 13AL-0549T to implement NG911 in Colorado, which the Commission suspended until October 16, 2013. 

3. Now being duly advised, we grant the Shortened Notice Request, and, on our own motion, waive response time thereto. 

B. Findings and Conclusions

4. In support of its Shortened Notice Request, Applicants state that the proposed RFP anticipates that vendors would propose how to provide NG911 in Colorado, allowing them five to six weeks to respond with proposals.  Applicants indicate that the Advice Letter in Proceeding No. 13AL-0549T, which addresses CenturyLink’s proposed tariff to implement NG911, relates to this proposed RFP process.  Therefore, Applicants argue that shortened notice to consider how to move forward with the requested administrative proceeding and Proceeding No. 13AL-0549T is appropriate. 

5. The Application is available for public inspection at the Commission office located at 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202, between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., excluding weekends and state holidays.  This Decision is the notice that the Application requesting that the Commission commence an administrative proceeding pursuant to Rules 1300(f), 1303(a), and 1307 4 CCR 723-1, regarding NG911 to consider a proposed RFP process in addition to investigating how best to provide NG911 for Colorado has been filed.
6. We find good cause exists to rule on these requests promptly.  Further, we find that no party will be prejudiced by shortening the notice period and waiving response time to the Shortened Notice Request.

7. We find that good cause exists to grant Applicants’ Shortened Notice Request.  We find that a shortened Commission notice period expiring at 5:00 p.m. on July 24, 2013, is appropriate.  

8. At this time, we do not make determinations as to Applicants’ request on whether to proceed with an administrative proceeding and, therefore, we note that intervention may not be necessary.  However, any person desiring to participate or, should this matter be deemed an adjudicative proceeding, intervene, including Staff of the Commission, shall file a notice of participation by 5:00 p.m. on July 24, 2013.  
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the request filed jointly on July 5, 2013, by Adams County 
E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, the Boulder Regional Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority, and the City of Aurora (collectively, Applicants), within the application (Application) to shorten the Commission response time for the Application from 30 days to 14 days (Shortened Notice Request) is waived. 

2. The Shortened Notice Request is granted.  The notice period for the Application filed by Applicants on July 5, 2013, requesting that the Commission commence an administrative proceeding pursuant to Rules 1300(f), 1303(a), and 1307 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, regarding Next Generation 911 (NG911) to consider a proposed Request for Proposal process in addition to investigating how best to provide NG911 for Colorado, shall extend through and including 5:00 p.m. on July 24, 2013. 
3. Any person desiring to participate or, should this matter be deemed an adjudicative proceeding, intervene, including Staff of the Commission, shall file a notice of participation by 5:00 p.m. on July 24, 2013.  
4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
