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I. BY THE COMMISSION 

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition for a Waiver to File 2014 Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Plan (Perition) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or the Company) on July 9, 2013.
2. By Decision No. C13-0275, issued on March 1, 2013 in Proceeding 
No. 13V-0085E, Public Service is required to file its 2014 Renewable Energy Standard (RES) Compliance Plan on or before July 15, 2013.
3. In its Petition, Public Service requests that the deadline be extended from July 15, 2013 to July 24, 2013.  Public Service explains that it needs the additional nine days to comply with the Commission’s directive in Decision No. C13-0703, issued on June 18, 2013 in Proceeding No. 13A-0527E, to address the proper level of subsidies for on-site solar resources.  Public Service also seeks to use the additional time to ensure improved coordination between the 2014 RES Compliance Plan and the Company’s Phase II bid evaluation report in its Electric Resource Planning (ERP) case, Proceeding No. 11A-869E.  The Company further states that it intends to provide “an analysis of the recently announced plan by the solar industry to propose the installation of 3 GW of installed solar by 2030[.]” 

4. Public Service further requests that the Commission waive response time to the Petition, stating that no person will be prejudiced by the nine calendar-day delay in the filing of the 2014 RES Compliance Plan.
B. Conclusions and Findings
5. We find good cause to waive response time and to grant the Petition.  We agree that additional time may be necessary to comply with our directive in Decision No. C13-0703 to address the proper level of subsidies for on-site solar resources procured through the Company’s Solar*Rewards Programs and for Community Solar Gardens.  In addition, we agree that consistency between the Company’s 2014 RES Compliance Plan and its presentation of alternative resource portfolios in Phase II of its ERP in Proceeding No. 11A-869E will benefit the Commission and other interested parties.

6. Public Service is directed to file its 2014 RES Compliance Plan on or before July 24, 2013.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to the Petition for a Waiver to File 2014 Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Plan (Petition) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on July 9, 2013 is waived.
2. The Petition is granted, consistent with the discussion above.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
