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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On May 20, 2013, The Show Me Tour Company LLC (Applicant) filed an application for permanent authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55837.   

On May 29, 2013, Staff of the Commission (Staff) sent Applicant, by electronic mail, written notification concerning specific deficiencies of the application, pursuant to Rule 1303(b)(II) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.
  Staff also sent a letter to Applicant by mail on June 5, 2013.  These written correspondences notified Applicant that it needed to:  (a) amend the application to clarify the proposed authority, pursuant to Rule 6203(a)(IX), 4 CCR 723-6 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle; and (b) supplement the application with 

2. documentation regarding Applicant’s financial fitness, pursuant to Rule 6203(a)(XV), 4 CCR 723-6.

3. Rule 1303(b)(II), 4 CCR 723-1, effective on the date the application was filed, stated the following:

Not more than ten days after the filing of an application, Commission staff may send the applicant and its attorney, by mail, electronic mail, facsimile, or through the E-Filings System, written notification concerning any specific deficiencies of the application. Upon receiving such notification, the applicant may file a response either curing all the deficiencies noted by Commission staff or explaining why it believes no further action is required. The applicant's response, if any, shall be filed no later than ten days after Commission staff's written notification was sent. If the applicant does not respond in the time allotted, the Commission may, after the application's notice period has expired, dismiss the application without prejudice and close the docket.

4. Staff emailed Applicant written notification of specific deficiencies on May 29, 2013.  Therefore, the ten-day period allotted for curing the deficiencies expired on June 10, 2013, as the tenth day was a Saturday.

5. Applicant has not filed a response or provided the requested information.

6. Pursuant to Rule 1206(c)(I), 4 CCR 723-1, the Commission did not provide notice of this application because of the above mentioned deficiencies.

7. Due to the foregoing, we deem the application incomplete and dismiss the application without prejudice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by The Show Me Tour Company LLC is deemed incomplete, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., and Rule 1303(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, and is dismissed without prejudice.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.
