I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On June 17, 2013, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1641 (attached as Exhibit 1).  Public Service submitted Advice Letter No. 1641 with supporting Direct Testimony and Exhibits of two witnesses.

2. Public Service states that the purpose of this filing is to rename and revise to its service connection and distribution line extension for electric service. The revisions include unbundling the existing construction allowance into separate lateral and distribution line components and to change the equipment excluded from the calculation of construction costs for distribution extensions. Public Service also seeks to define the amount of construction allowance for Applicants requesting service under standby service rate schedules as well as to introduce the concept of a graduated construction allowance for Applicants requesting service under the 
non-standby service rate schedules when combined with net metered rate adjustment.  Further, Public Service seeks to introduce new tariff provisions that pertain to Electric Vehicle Charging Stations and to address Uneconomic Extensions and High Density Loads. Public Service also seeks to introduce new tariff provisions that pertain to the recovery of the construction payment from governmental entities.

3. Public Service requests an effective date of July 18, 2013.

4. On July 3, 2013, the Staff of the Commission (Staff) submitted a Protest Letter regarding the tariffs.  Staff requests that the Commission suspend the tariff sheets and set them for hearing for the purpose of adequately vetting Public Service’s proposals.

5. Pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion, set the tariff page(s) for hearing which will suspend the effective date for 120 days from the proposed effective date. If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the suspension period of 120 days, or November 15, 2013, the tariff page(s) filed by Public Service may become effective.
6. Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission may, in its discretion, by a separate decision, suspend the effective date of the tariff page(s) for an additional 90 days. Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariff page(s) for a maximum of 210 days or, in this proceeding, until February 13, 2014. If the Commission further suspends, by separate decision, the effective date of the tariff page(s) for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission before February 13, 2014, the tariff page(s) filed by Public Service may become effective.
B. Conclusions and Findings

7.  We set the proposed tariff pages submitted with Advice Letter No. 1641 for hearing and suspend their effective date, because the rates and provisions contained in the tariff pages may be improper. 
8. We refer this matter to an Administrative Law Judge for the issuance of a recommended decision.  We further direct the Administrative Law Judge to set a hearing date and to establish other procedures by separate decision.  

9. A pleading to intervene may be filed by any person, firm, or corporation desiring to be a party and fully participate in this proceeding, as ordered below.  The filing of any other document protesting the tariff page(s) shall not allow participation as an intervenor in this matter.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The proposed effective date, July 18, 2013, of the tariff pages filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) with Advice Letter No. 1641 is suspended for 120 days through November 15, 2013, or until further order of the Commission.

2. The tariff pages filed by Public Service with Advice Letter No. 1641 are set for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  The ALJ shall set a hearing date and establish other procedures by separate decision.

3. Any person, firm, or corporation, including any who have previously filed a document protesting the proposed tariff page(s), who desire to intervene and participate as a party in this proceeding shall file a motion to intervene with the Commission within 30 days after the mailing date of this Decision, and shall serve a copy of the motion on Public Service’s attorney of record.

4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
