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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the request for reconsideration to Commission Decision No. C13-0670, filed on June 17, 2013 by Annor Limo Services (Petitioner). Being duly advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we construe the request as an Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (RRR) and deny the RRR. 

2. On April 17, 2013, Petitioner filed a petition for a waiver of Commission Rule 6308 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6. Specifically, Petitioner requested a waiver of the Commission’s rule on the acceptable makes and models of luxury limousines for Petitioner’s 2005 Volvo XC 90. 

3. The petition was placed on public notice on April 22, 2013. No interventions were filed against it. 

4. By Decision No. C13-0670 (Decision), mailed June 5, 2013, the Commission denied the petition, finding that the vehicle was not comparable to the makes and models listed in Rule 6308(a)(II)(A), which designates a number of sedans, SUVs, and crossover vehicles as executive cars which qualify as luxury limousines. The Commission found that it would not be in the public interest to allow a Volvo XC 90 as a luxury limousine given the quality of service concerns associated with a less luxurious sedan. 

5. On June 17, 2013, Petitioner filed a request for reconsideration. In its request for reconsideration, Petitioner asks that the Commission reconsider the Decision, but does not provide any actual grounds to reconsider the Decision. Petitioner states “We do not have much to say but will like to invite you to inspect the car in question. Hope you will reconsider and grant us permission to use this beautiful car.” 

6. We have reviewed the Commission files in this matter.  Petitioner does not raise any new issues in the request for reconsideration. Petitioner’s request for reconsideration was timely, but Petitioner has not shown good cause to reverse the denial of the petition for waiver. Therefore, for the reasons stated in Decision No. C13-0670, we deny the request for reconsideration.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request for reconsideration to Decision No. C13-0670 filed by Annor Limo Services on June 17, 2013 is construed as an Application for Rehearing, Reargument, and Reconsideration and is denied, consistent with the discussion above.
