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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Extension of Time (Motion) filed by the City and County of Broomfield (Broomfield) on July 3, 2013, requesting an extension to October 31, 2013 to file a signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement and an extension to June 15, 2014 to close the existing Brainard Drive crossing in this matter.  

2. As grounds for its Motion, Broomfield states that they have sent a draft Construction and Maintenance Agreement to the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF), and that they are working with BNSF on potential revisions to the agreement.  Broomfield will diligently continue to pursue the signed agreement, but requests an extension of time within which to finalize that agreement to October 31, 2013.  With the extension of time prior to starting construction on the relocated Brainard Drive, Broomfield also requests an extension of time to June 15, 2014 to close the existing Brainard Drive crossing.

3. No responses were filed to the Motion.

4. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the request.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The City and County of Broomfield’s Motion for Extension of Time filed on July 3, 2013 requesting an extension of time to October 31, 2013 to file a signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement and an extension of time to June 15, 2014 to close the existing Brainard Driver crossing in this matter is granted.

2. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.
