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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. By a request filed August 23, 2013, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) asks permission to file comments in this proceeding after the date specified in Decision No. C13-0764-I (Request). Specifically, OCC requests permission to file its comments ten days after the date that the Commission rules on the OCC’s pending motion in Proceeding 
No. 11A-869E.  On August 27, 2013, the Vote Solar Initiative filed a Motion in support of the OCC’s request, but states that it, and all participants, would benefit from an extension of time to file comments. 

2. In support of its request, OCC states that Decision No. C13-0764-I issued June 25, 2013, permits interested persons to file comments on the Costs and Benefits of Distribution Solar Generation on the Public Service Company of Colorado System, filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on May 23, 2013, no later than August 30, 2013.  
3. On August 2, 2013, in Proceeding No. 11A-869E, OCC filed its Motion Pursuant to Commission Rule 1101(h) (Motion) requesting to use highly confidential information from Proceeding No. 11A-869E in other proceedings, including this Proceeding No. 11M-426E.  As of the date of the Request, the Commission had not ruled on the OCC’s Motion in Proceeding No. 11A-869E.  OCC notes that “[t]he earliest that the Commission would likely rule on the OCC’s Motion is at the Commission’s August 28th weekly meeting.” Further, it states that granting the request would provide OCC sufficient time to incorporate the Commission’s decision on its Motion in Proceeding No. 11A-869E into its comments in this proceeding, “whatever decision the Commission ultimately makes on OCC’s Motion… .”

4. We agree with OCC that it should be provided an extension in this instance. Other participants will also be permitted to file comments later than the date indicated in Decision No. C13-0764-I. 

5. Because the Commission made a determination on the Motion at the August 28, 2013, Commission Weekly Meeting, we permit comments in this proceeding that were initially scheduled to be filed no later than August 30, 2013, to be filed no later than September 9, 2013.
  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request of the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) to file comments after the date specified in Decision No. C13-0764-I, is granted, consistent with the discussion above, and response time to the request is waived. 

2. The Motion of the Vote Solar Initiative in support of the OCC’s request to file comments after the date specified in Decision No. C13-0764-I, is granted, consistent with the discussion above, and response time thereto is waived. 

3. Participants, including without limitation OCC, may file comments in this proceeding that were initially scheduled by Decision No. C13-0764-I to be filed no later than August 30, 2013, by no later than September 9, 2013. 
4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.

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� OCC requests the period for comment be extended until ten days after a ruling on the Motion; ten days after August 28, 2013, is Saturday, September 7, 2013. The Vote Solar Initiative requests an extension ten days after the initial comment date of August, 30, 2013; i.e., September 9, 2013. We therefore permit comment until Monday, September 9, 2013. 
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
