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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of exceptions filed on August 22, 2013 by Uber Technologies, Inc. (Uber) to Decision No. R13-0943 (Recommended Decision).  Being fully advised in the matter, we allow interested participants to file comments on the issue identified below and schedule a Commission Deliberation Meeting (CDM) for September 17, 2013 at 1:30 p.m. 

2. On exceptions, Uber contends that email communications and a link to a proposed California Public Utilities Commission decision exchanged between the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) and employees of the California Commission pertaining to the treatment of Uber in California occurred outside the rulemaking record, without any notice to participants and an opportunity to respond.  

3. To address any contention that this rulemaking otherwise would not be in compliance with § 24-4-103(8.1)(c), C.R.S., or other provisions of the Colorado Administrative Procedure Act, we enter the above-mentioned emails and the referenced proposed decision into the record of this proceeding and attach them to this Decision.  Participants may file written comments responding to these documents on or before September 11, 2013.  These documents pertain to relatively narrow issues, and the Commission determines that an oral hearing is not necessary to provide participants with notice and an opportunity to respond.  

4. We will address the substance of the issues presented on exceptions, responses to exceptions, and comments filed pursuant to this Decision at the CDM scheduled for September 17, 2013 at 1:30 p.m.  
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Interested parties may file comments addressing any issues presented in the documents and communications exchanged between the Administrative Law Judge and employees of the California Public Utilities Commission on or before September 11, 2013.  
2. The Commission will hold its Commission Deliberations Meeting on September 17, 2013, at 1:30 p.m.
