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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a request for late intervention in this proceeding.

2. Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an Application for Approval of a Number of Strategic Issues Relating to its Demand Side Management Plan on June 17, 2013.  
3. The Commission issued a Notice of Application filed on June 19, 2013, establishing an intervention period for this proceeding ending on July 19, 2013.  
4. By Decision No. C13-0938-I, issued August 1, 2013, we acknowledged the notices of intervention by right filed by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, the Colorado Energy Office, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel.  We also granted intervention to: Western Resource Advocates; the Sierra Club; the City of Boulder; Boulder County; the City and County of Denver; the Colorado Renewable Energy Society; the Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association; the Energy Efficiency Business Coalition; Colorado Energy Consumers; EnerNOC, Inc.; Energy Outreach Colorado; Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel, L.P.; and the Southwest Energy Efficiency Project.
5. On August 15, 2013, OPOWER, Inc. (OPOWER) filed a Late-Filed Motion for Petition for Leave to Intervene.   OPOWER states that is a software company that combines energy use data with other publicly available information in order to deliver customized insights to each household recipient about their energy usage.   In addition, OPOWER states that it has a substantial pecuniary interest sufficient to justify intervention in this proceeding, and will be substantially affected by its outcome.   OPOWER is currently conducting a pilot behavioral program under a contract with Public Service.  This proceeding will affect Public Service’s behavioral Demand Side Management programs, and will determine how to measure and account for savings from such programs.
B. Conclusions and Findings

6. We find good cause to grant the late intervention of OPOWER.  OPOWER’s interests may not be adequately represented by the intervenors presently in the docket.  Public Service does not oppose the request for intervention, and we find that granting the intervention will cause no harm to any of the other parties.  OPOWER, Inc. will be a party to this proceeding. 
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Late-Filed Motion for Petition for Leave to Intervene of OPOWER, Inc. filed on August 15, 2013 is granted.
2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
