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I. by the commission

A. Statement, Findings of Fact, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Entry of Appearance and Motion to Amend Application (Motion) filed by the City of Fort Lupton (Fort Lupton) on August 22, 2013, requesting to amend the funding source that will be used to construct the project and to amend Commission Decision No. C13-0797, mailed July 1, 2013, to reflect this funding source.  

2. The Application filed by Fort Lupton indicated that Fort Lupton would pay for the total cost of the installation of new active warning equipment at the subject crossing.  Subsequent to the filing and approval of the Application, the project was awarded $90,000 of Section 130 funding from the Colorado Department of Transportation.  Fort Lupton requests to amend the original Application to indicate that $90,000 of Section 130 funding will be used for this project with the City of Fort Lupton paying for the remaining costs of the project and that Decision No. C13-0797 be amended to reflect this change.

3. No responses were filed to the Motion.

4. Good cause being shown, the Motion will be granted and ¶ 11 of Decision No. C13-0797 will be amended to indicate that $90,000 of Section 130 funds will pay for part of the project with Fort Lupton paying for the remainder of the project costs.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Entry of Appearance and Motion to Amend Application filed by the City of Fort Lupton (Fort Lupton) on August 22, 2013 requesting authority to amend the funding source that will be used to construct the project and to amend Commission Decision No. C13-0797, mailed July 1, 2013 is granted.

2. Paragraph 11 of Decision No. C13-0797 is amended to indicate that $90,000 of Section 130 funds will pay for part of the project with Fort Lupton paying for the remainder of the project costs.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

4. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions as necessary.

5. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
