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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Unopposed Motion to Clarify the Administrative Law Judge’s Recommended Decision or, in the Alternative, Exceptions of Telrite Corporation (Motion) filed August 19, 2013, in regard to Decision No. R13-0929 (Decision) issued July 31, 2013.  Because the Motion was filed within the prescribed timeframe for exceptions, we will construe the Motion as exceptions.  Being duly advised in the matter, we grant the exceptions. 

B. Discussion and Findings

2. Telrite Corporation, doing business as Life Wireless (Telrite) seeks to clarify the ALJ’s Decision with respect to its compliance obligations.  While Telrite does not take exception to the merits or outcome of the Decision, it notes that a citation to a federal regulation contained in the Decision has changed.  Paragraph 16 of the Decision quoted 47 Code of Federal Regulations (C.F.R.) § 54.101(a) as it existed on December 23, 2011; however, on 
March 2, 2012, the Federal Communications Commission revised 47 C.F.R. § 54.101(a)  to read as follows:

Voice Telephony services shall be supported by federal universal service support mechanisms.  Eligible voice telephony services must provide voice grade access to the public switched network or its functional equivalent; minutes of use for local service provided at no additional charge to end users; access to the emergency services provided by local government or other public safety organizations, such as 911 and enhanced 911, to the extent the local government in an eligible carrier’s service area has implemented 911 or enhanced 911 systems; and toll limitation services to qualifying low-income consumers as provided in subpart E of this part.

3. To accommodate the 2012 amendment and to account for future revisions, Telrite requests the following addition to paragraph 16 of the Decision:

Although not listed in full by the parties in their settlement, it is expected that the parties will follow the entire list of the FCC’s supported services set forth in 47 C.F.R. § 54.101(a), and which were revised on December 21, 2011, as such regulation and services may be amended from time to time:

4. Telrite states that it has consulted with Commission Staff and the Office of Consumer Counsel in regard to this amendment and that they do not oppose the amendment.  

5. We find good cause to grant exceptions in this matter.  We further waive response time as requested by the parties.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R13-0929 filed by Telrite Corporation, doing business as Life Wireless on August 19, 2013, are granted consistent with the discussion above.

2. Response time to the exceptions is waived.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
