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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On August 9, 2013, Amazing Wheels, Inc., doing business as Bee Line Shuttle (Applicant) filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.
2. The Commission provided public notice of the Application on August 12, 2013.
3. Interventions to the Application were filed by Fresh Tracks Transportation, LLC; MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi; City Cab Co.; SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc.; Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab, Boulder SuperShuttle; Colorado Springs Transportation, LLC; Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc.; Shamrock Charters, Inc.; Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC; and Estes Valley Transport, Inc.

4. On September 12, 2013, Applicant filed a letter requesting the withdrawal of the Application and the dismissal of the proceeding.

5. The Commission will construe Applicant’s letter received on September 12, 2013 as a motion to withdraw the Application and close the proceeding.

6. In accordance with 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1309, Rules of Practice and Procedure, the Commission finds that good cause exists for the withdrawal of the Application and the closure of Proceeding No. 13A-0896CP.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request by Amazing Wheels, Inc., doing business as Bee Line Shuttle to withdraw its application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire in Proceeding No. 13A-0896CP is granted.
2. Proceeding No. 13A-0896CP is closed.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Mailed Date of this Decision.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
