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I. BY THE COMMISSION  

A. Statement

1. On July 22, 2013, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed, pursuant to Rules 1003 and 1304 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure and Decision No. C08-0444 issued April 28, 2008, a motion seeking waivers from a portion of the Compliance Appendix contained in Decision No C08-0444 (Decision) so that it may make this partial compliance at this time.  Public Service also moves the Commission to grant a temporary waiver from the same portion of the Compliance Appendix of the Decision.

2. In Decision No. C08-0444, the Commission granted the Company a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) to construct the Pawnee-Smoky Hill 345kV Transmission Project (Project).  As part of the Decision, the Commission attached a Compliance Appendix that provided, in part, that Public Service was to file as a compliance filing all final 
as-built cost data including but not limited to engineering labor, construction labor, and materials broken down for the Project’s substation and transmission line components.  

3. At this time Public Service only has a high level cost for the Project.  Through June 2013, the expenditures on the Project have been $ 135,711,781.  This number is all inclusive meaning it includes labor overhead costs, construction overhead, and Allowance for Funds Used During Construction.    

4. The filing was to be made on or before August 1, 2013, but in no event later than 15 days following the in-service date of the Project.  The in-service date of the Project was June 20, 2013.  Due to an administrative oversight, this filing is late.  Thus, this filing is only partially in compliance with the Decision.  The Company therefore seeks a waiver from the Compliance Appendix contained in the Decision that will allow it to make this partial compliance filing at this time.

5. Public Service does not have all final as-built cost data on the Project.  With major projects such as generation plants and high-voltage transmission lines, it often takes several months or longer before costs are fully accounted and broken down into separate components, and therefore, the Company does not have final cost data within 15 days of a project’s in-service date.  As is the case in this Project, the most Public Service can provide is the high-level cost update with this partial compliance motion.

6. In recognition of the above issues, the Commission granted the Company’s exceptions to a similar compliance requirement in the San Luis-Calumet-Comanche Transmission Line CPCN Proceeding, and gave the Company one year from the date the project was completed to file final as-built cost data (Decision No. C11-0288, Docket No. 09A-324E issued March 23, 2011, p.90, ¶ 227).  In this request, Public Service seeks a temporary waiver that places upon it a similar requirement.  The Company asks the Commission to permit it to file the as-built cost on the Project one year from the in-service date of the Project.  

7. The Company requests that the Commission grant it waivers that permit it to make this partial compliance filing at this time and permit it to file final as-built cost data on the Project on or before June 20, 2014.   

II. ORDER  
A. The Commission Orders That:  
1. Public Service Company of Colorado is granted waivers that will allow it to make this partial compliance filing at this time and permit it to file final as-built cost data on the Pawnee-Smoky Hill 345kV Transmission Project on or before June 20, 2014.   

2. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
