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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission in consideration of an uncontested Motion to Extend the Deadline to File Community Solar Gardens Tariffs and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) filed by Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP (Black Hills or Company) on August 26, 2013.  

2. In its Motion, Black Hills certified that it conferred with counsel for all parties to the Proceeding and that its Motion is unopposed.

3. Being duly advised in the matter, we grant Black Hills’ Motion and the requested waiver of response time. 
B. Discussion

4. Decision No. R13-0791, issued on June 27, 2013, approved an Amended Settlement Agreement that contained a two-part solar program for Black Hills: a customer-sited program and a community solar gardens (CSG) program, which is new.  Black Hills introduced the CSG program to comply with requirements in § 40-2-127, C.R.S., and Commission Rule 3665 of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3, which implements the statute.

5. In Decision No. R13-0791, Administrative Law Judge Jennings-Fader found that the CSG tariff proposed pursuant to the Amended Settlement Agreement could meet the requirements of § 40-2-127, C.R.S., and Rule 3665 if Black Hills filed such tariff within 30 days of the date of the final Commission decision in Proceeding No. 12AL-1052E, Black Hills’ Phase II electric base rate proceeding.  That final Commission decision in that proceeding, Decision No. C13-0794, was issued on June 28, 2013.

6. In the Motion, Black Hills seeks an extension to the deadline for filing its CSG tariff to continue working with parties to address additional issues related to the design of the CSG program.

7. Since the present Motion is unopposed, the Company continues working with the parties, and the CSG program will not go into effect until 2014, we find that no party will be prejudiced by granting the Company’s request to file the tariff on or before September 30, 2013. We therefore find good cause to grant Black Hills’ Motion, including the waiver of response time. 
II. Order
A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Motion to Extend the Deadline to File Community Solar Gardens Tariffs (Motion) filed by Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP (Black Hills) on August 26, 2013 is granted. 

2. Consistent with the discussion above, response time to the Motion is waived. 

3. Black Hills shall file the tariff related to its Community Solar Gardens program no later than September 30, 2013. 

4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
