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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On September 27, 2013, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Applicant) filed a verified application seeking a Commission decision authorizing it to file tariff sheets on October 3, 2013, without a formal hearing and on less-than-statutory notice. The proposed tariffs are to go into effect on October 3, 2013.  The application contains all materials required by the Commission’s rules, and is therefore deemed complete.

2. The proposed tariff sheet is attached to the application and affects the Applicant’s customers in its Colorado certified areas on file with the Commission.

3. This application for authority to change tariffs is made pursuant to § 40-3-104(2), C.R.S., and Rule 3109(b)(II) of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3.

4. Public Service is engaged in generating, selling, and distributing electric energy and power to its customers in those areas in Colorado certificated to it by the Commission for domestic, mechanical, or public uses and is a public utility subject to the jurisdiction of the Commission, pursuant to § 40-1-103, C.R.S.
5. In accordance with Rules 3002(b)(VII) and 3002(b)(XI)(D), 4 CCR 723‑3, Public Service explicitly acknowledges that the company has read and agrees to abide by the provisions of Rules 3002(b)(XI)(A) through (C).
6. Public Service’s Colorado P.U.C. No. 7 - Electric Tariff, Sheet No. 25B, is the schedule of charges for rendering service, and provides the dollar amount for the Credit Card Convenience Fee. This sheet beginning October 3, 2013, states the fee to be $3.45.

7. Public Service has contracted with a new vendor for handling credit card payments for customers electing to pay their utility bills by reducing the convenience fee from $4.85 to $3.45 per transaction.  Applicant will be switching from their current vendor, NCO, to Fiserv Solutions, Inc. as of October 3, 2013.

8. Public Service requests that the Commission issue a decision approving the proposed change on less than 30 days’ notice so that it may place the requested revision into effect on October 3, 2013.   

9. In accordance with Commission Rules the filing of this application was brought to the attention of Public Service’s affected customers within three days after the filing of this application by publication in The Denver Post, a newspaper of general circulation in the areas affected.

10. Good cause exists to allow the proposed changes on less-than-statutory notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) is deemed complete.

2. The application filed by Public Service for authority to revise Sheet 25B of its P.U.C. No. 7 – Electric Tariff on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

3. Public Service is authorized to file, on less than one day’s notice; the tariffs attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Decision.  These tariffs shall be effective on and after their effective date of October 3, 2013.

4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.
5. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
