I. BY THE COMMISSION  
A. Statement

1. On September 11, 2013, Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Paul C. Gomez issued Decision No. R13-1119-I denying the Motion to Dismiss Formal Complaint filed by Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. (Tri-State).  ALJ Gomez certified the decision as immediately appealable to the Commission en banc pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1502(d) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.

2. On September 25, 2013, Tri-State filed an Unopposed Motion for Waiver of Rule 1202(c) Page Limit (Motion), requesting  that the Commission grant leave to Tri-State to use up to 50 pages for the purpose of setting forth any arguments contesting Decision 
No. R13-1119-I.  Tri-State explains that it has conferred with counsel for the Complainants and is authorized to state that there is no objection to this relief, so long as the Complainants are also allowed to use up to 50 pages for any responses to Tri-State’s pleading.

3. Because the Motion is unopposed, Tri-State requests that the Commission waive response time to the Motion.

B. Conclusions and Findings

4. We find good cause to grant the Motion and waive response time.  

5. Tri-State shall be allowed to use up to 50 pages in a motion contesting Decision No. R13-1119-I.  Likewise, the Complainants may use up to 50 pages in any response to 
Tri-State’s motion contesting Decision No. R13-1119-I.

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Waiver of Rule 1202(c) Page Limit (Motion) filed by Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. on September 25, 2013 is waived.

2. The Motion is granted and paragraph 1202(c) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 is waived with respect to pleadings associated with an appeal of Decision No. R13-1119-I, consistent with the discussion above.
