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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On September 3, 2013, Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle (Wolf Express) filed an application seeking authority to suspend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, and 55363 for a period of one year. An amendment filed on September 6, 2013 made it clear that Wolf Express was seeking a suspension of the authorities dating from May 21, 2013 (nunc pro tunc), through May 20, 2014. 
2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on September 9, 2013.

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is uncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

4. The application was deemed complete by minute entry on October 2, 2013. 

5. We find that this suspension application is rendered moot by denial of exceptions and resulting revocation of Wolf Express’s authorities for failure to maintain proof of insurance in Proceeding No. 13C-0937-INS.  

6. Further, the Commission is disinclined to grant suspension applications 
nunc pro tunc, filed months after the desired effective date.  This would invite uncertainty as to the status of authorities.  The Commission must protect public safety and its records regarding the status of authorities (and the related proof of financial responsibility) must be consistent with actual status of that authority at a given point in time.  By seeking suspension nunc pro tunc, Wolf Express cannot (and should not be able to) undo the fact that it had active authorities without insurance for months, in violation of the statute and Commission Rules.  
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle to suspend Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, and 55363 is denied.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
