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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application), filed by Levtzow, LLC, also known as Levtzow Limo, LLC, doing business as Mountain Limo (Mountain Limo) on March 25, 2013, requesting authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire between all points in the Town of Mountain Village, Colorado, on behalf of the Telluride Mountain Village Owners’ Association (TMVOA).

2. The Commission gave notice of this Application to all interested parties pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The notice was mailed March 25, 2013.

3. Staff of the Commission (Staff) sent a deficiency letter to Mountain Limo on March 28, 2013, outlining information required by Rule 6203, Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, that was missing from the Application. The customer support letter submitted by TMVOA was missing a sentence certifying that the contents of the letter are true and correct to the best of the author’s knowledge and belief, and the letter expressly reserved the right for TMVOA to select a different carrier to perform the service. Staff explained to Mountain Limo that the letter therefore did not specifically support Mountain Limo’s specific request for authority. 

4. On April 9, 2013, Mountain Limo filed a Response to Deficiency Letter.  The Response to Deficiency Letter requested additional time to obtain a revised support letter. The Response to Deficiency Letter explained that TMVOA needed to undertake further actions before a contract could be formed between TMVOA and Mountain Limo, and requested that the Commission keep the application open but not take any action on the application until Friday, May 10, 2013. 

5. On April 26, 2013, Commission Decision No. C13-0488 deemed the application incomplete but took no further action, as the application would otherwise have been dismissed without prejudice at that time. 

6. Mountain Limo has made no further filings since that time, and has failed to substantively address the deficiency that remains with their application. Therefore, pursuant to Commission Rule 1303(c)(II), the application will be dismissed without prejudice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application, filed by Levtzow, LLC, also known as Levtzow Limo, LLC, doing business as Mountain Limo on March 25, 2013, requesting authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire between all points within the town limits of the Town of Mountain Village for the Telluride Mountain Village Owners’ Association is dismissed without prejudice.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
