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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the request for reconsideration to Commission Decision No. C13-1168 (Decision), filed on October 8, 2013 by DTC Boulevard Cars & Limousine, LLC (Petitioner). Being duly advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we construe the request as an Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (RRR) and deny the RRR. 

2. On July 31, 2013, Petitioner filed a petition for a waiver of Commission Rule 6305(b) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6. Specifically, Petitioner requested a waiver of the Commission’s rule on the vehicle age limit for luxury limousines for Petitioner’s 2003 Lincoln Town Car and 2003 Chevrolet Suburban. 

3.   The petition was placed on public notice on August 12, 2013. No interventions were filed against it. 

4. By the Decision, mailed September 20, 2013, the Commission denied the petition, finding that Petitioner had not met the standard for a waiver of Commission rules. The Commission found that it would not be in the public interest to allow the vehicles to be granted a waiver given the quality of service concerns, public safety, and consumer protection concerns implicated by allowing vehicles that are over the age limit to stay on the road. The Commission found that it is in the public interest to ensure that luxury limousine carriers utilize newer, safer, and more luxurious vehicles to enhance public safety and to ensure that the traveling public can trust luxury limousine services to use sufficiently luxurious vehicles. 

5. On October 8, 2013, Petitioner filed a request for reconsideration. In its request for reconsideration, Petitioner asks that the Commission reconsider the Decision, stating that Petitioner has not received complaints about the vehicles and that the vehicles are 
well-maintained. 

6. We have reviewed the Commission files in this matter.  Petitioner does not raise any new issues in the request for reconsideration. Having the vehicles be safe and 
well-maintained is a baseline standard for keeping any vehicle on the road, it does not entitle Petitioner to a waiver of the Commission’s rules. Petitioner’s request for reconsideration was timely, but Petitioner has not shown good cause to reverse the denial of the petition for waiver. Therefore, for the reasons stated in the Decision, we deny the request for reconsideration.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request for reconsideration of Decision No. C13-1168 filed by DTC Boulevard Cars & Limousine on October 8, 2013 is construed as an Application for Rehearing, Reargument, and Reconsideration and is denied, consistent with the discussion above.

2. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
