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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a 
request filed on September 12, 2013, by MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC, doing business as Verizon Access Transmission Services (MCImetro or Petitioner) to extend a waiver of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2203(c)(IV) of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products (Default Form of Regulation for CLECs) that was granted.  

2. The Commission granted MCImetro’s petition for a waiver of Rule 2203(c)(IV) for a period of five years in Decision No. C08-1250, Proceeding No. 08V-472T, effective December 3, 2008.  In Decision No. C07-0071, Proceeding No. 06V-646T issued January 25, 2007, the Petitioner had received a two-year waiver of Rule 2203.   

3. On September 16, 2013, notice of the Petition was provided on the Commission’s website.   Interventions were due on or before October 16, 2013.  No interventions were filed.

4. The Petition requests that the Commission allow an extension of the waiver to allow MCImetro to continue to enter into customer-specific contracts with its business customers without the requirement of filing notices with the Commission.  The requested extension is for an additional five years. 

5. MCImetro provided Commission Staff with a copy of the log of contracts as required by Rule 4 CCR 723-2-2203(d)(I) along with the associated contracts.  

B. Discussion

6. The Petition contains all information required by the applicable Commission Rules and is therefore deemed complete.

7. MCImetro has selected and is operating under Default Form of Regulation, Option 1, except for the waiver that it has been granted as it related to the filing of Commission notice of customer specific contracts.  The Petition represents that the services to its mass market customers will continue to be subject to all other Option One Default Form of Regulation requirements.  The obligation of MCImetro to bear the burden of proving that a contract complies with applicable statutory requirements and that any rates charged in the contract be above costs, remains.

8. There have been no complaints filed with the Commission related to any customer specific contract disputes.

9. We find that the Petitioner has shown good cause to grant the Petition for a waiver. Therefore, we grant the Petitioner’s request for a waiver of Rule 2203(c)(IV) with the continued requirement that MCImetro will continue to provide access to those contracts and will maintain a log in the manner set forth in Rule 2203(d)(I).  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Petition of MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC, doing business as Verizon Access Transmission Services is deemed complete and granted. The extension of a waiver of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-2303(c)(IV) is granted for an additional period of five years from the effective date of this Decision.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
