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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On October 22, 2013, Estes Valley Transport Inc. (Estes) filed an Application for authority to publish increased rates to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Applicant Estes may, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54696, provide scheduled service between Denver and the Estes Park area, sightseeing service in and around the Estes Park area, and sightseeing service between the Estes Park area and portions of Boulder County.
3. In this Application, Estes proposes to temporarily raise the rates for scheduled service between Estes Park and Denver International Airport.  The one-way fare is to be increased by $5 and the round-trip fare is to be increased by $10 from the rates in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1.  

4. In support of the request to temporarily increase fares, Estes states that costs have risen by roughly $20 per round trip because of flood-related detours to Estes’ routes. Until U.S. Highway 36 (U.S. 36) is reopened, the detours will continue. Estes requests that the increased fares continue for 90 days or until U.S. 36 is reopened. 

5. Rule 6202(d) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, allows a decision authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.

6. The Commission finds that Estes has shown good cause to approve the proposed temporary increases to the fares named in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed on October 22, 2013, by Estes Valley Transport Inc. is deemed complete.

2. The Application for authority to publish increased fares to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1 on less-than-statutory notice filed by Estes Valley Transport Inc. is granted.
3. Applicant Estes Valley Transport Inc. is authorized to file, on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission, Supplement No. 1 to Colorado PUC No. 1.

4. The advice letter and Supplement No. 1 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1 shall initiate a new Advice Letter proceeding and shall comply with all applicable rules (see http://www.dora.state.co.us/puc/trans/TransFilingTariff.htm).  The advice letter and Supplement No. 1 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1 shall not be filed in this application proceeding.

5. The advice letter and Supplement No. 1 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1 shall be filed within ten days of the effective date of this Decision. The advice letter and Supplement No. 1 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1 shall be filed by 12:00 p.m. (noon) of the last business day prior to the effective date.
6. The increased fares named in Supplement No. 1 to Colorado PUC No. 1 shall remain in effect for through 90 days from the mailing date of this Decision or the reopening of U.S. Highway 36, whichever comes first. 

7. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.

8. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
