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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. On September 17, 2013, Greenwell Energy, LLC (Greenwell Energy) and The Water Works, LLC, doing business as Oneal Water (Oneal Water or The Water Works), filed a joint application requesting authorization to transfer from The Water Works to Greenwell Energy utility assets, including a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN), used to provide regulated, domestic water utility service in Pueblo County, Colorado.  The Water Works currently is owned by Robert and Barbara Paradiso (collectively Paradisos).  If the Commission approves the transaction, all utility assets will be owned by Greenwell Energy, which in turn is owned by Scott Greenwell (Greenwell).  Neither The Water Works nor Greenwell Energy is represented by an attorney in this proceeding.  

2. The Commission gave notice of this Application to all interested parties pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The notice was mailed September 18, 2013.  No requests to intervene were filed. 

3. On October 10, 2013, the parties filed an amendment to their application to include attestations of both Greenwell and the Paradisos.  

4. The Paradisos have owned and operated the jurisdictional water utility since the assets and CPCN were transferred by Decision No. C08-1192, issued November 14, 2008, in Proceeding No. 08A-394W.  

5. Oneal Water is a regulated water utility located east of Pueblo, Colorado, that serves approximately 145 residential and 5 business water customers.  In the joint application the parties indicate that Greenwell Energy will acquire the CPCN and related assets and become the owner of record of Oneal Water.  
6. We grant the transfer of assets from The Water Works to Greenwell Energy for several reasons.  First, the evidence shows that Mr. Greenwell has the financial, technical, and managerial capability to assume ownership and operations of the regulated water utility.  Second, the former owner, Mr. Robert Paradiso, has agreed to be available to respond to emergency situations if Mr. Greenwell is unable due to his residency in the Denver Metropolitan area.  Third, Mr. Greenwell intends to preserve continuity of the water utility operations by maintaining the contract services of the licensed water operator, bookkeeper, and contractors that are familiar with Oneal Water.  
7. Consistent with Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 
723-1-1208 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, Greenwell Energy is required to file an adoption notice with the Commission.

8. Greenwell Energy requests a waiver of Commission Rule 4 CCR 
723-5-5002(b)(IX) regulating Water, and Combined Water and Sewer Utilities, which requires the filing of an audited balance sheet, income statement, statement of retained earnings, and statement of cash flows with an application for transfer.  In lieu of filing these documents, Mr. Greenwell provided his personal tax returns from 2011 and 2012 to indicate that he is financially fit to become the owner of Oneal Water.  We grant Greenwell Energy’s request for a waiver and accept the filed tax returns in lieu of the documentation listed in Commission Rule 4 CCR 723-5-5002(b)(IX).
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint application filed by Greenwell Energy, LLC (Greenwell Energy), and The Water Works, LLC, doing business as Oneal Water (The Water Works), on September 17, 2013, requesting Commission approval of a transfer of assets, including a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a jurisdictional utility in Pueblo County, Colorado, from The Water Works to Greenwell Energy is deemed complete and is granted, consistent with the discussion above.

2. Greenwell Energy must file a notice of adoption of tariffs with the Commission as required by Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1208 no later than 30 days from the mailed date of this Decision.

3. A waiver of Commission Rule 4 CCR 723-5-5002(b)(IX) is granted consistent with the discussion above.
4. The 20-day period stated in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

5. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
