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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On October 24, 2013, Union Taxi Cooperative (Union Taxi) filed an application for authority to publish a revised Page 11 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Union Taxi may provide taxi service between all points (except those points in Weld County) within a 20-mile radius of 16th Street and Champa Street in Denver, Colorado, and from said points, on the one hand, to, on the other hand:  (a) for trips originating in the City and County of Denver: all points in the State of Colorado outside the 20-mile radius; and (b) for trips originating outside the City and County of Denver:  all points outside the 20-mile radius that are in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, El Paso, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55776.

3. In the application, Union Taxi proposed to provide a limited duration coupon promotion for a 15 percent discount off Union Taxi’s metered fares.

4. On October 29, 2013, Union Taxi filed a motion to withdraw the application stating that the request for a 15 percent promotional coupon discount was incorrect.  

5. The Commission finds that good cause exists to grant Union Taxi’s motion to withdraw the instant application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for authority to publish a revised Page 11 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 1 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice filed on October 24, 2013, by Union Taxi Cooperative is withdrawn.

2. Proceeding No. 13L-1122CP is closed.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
