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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On October 18, 2013, Aspen / Snowmass Express LLC, doing business as Denver Airport Shuttle Express (Denver Airport Shuttle Express) filed an application seeking approval to abandon a portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55834. CPCN PUC No. 55834 authorizes the following: 

Transportation of 
passengers in scheduled service and in call-and-demand shuttle service 
between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all points located within two miles of the following named routes:

(I)
beginning at the intersection of Interstate 70 and the western border of Clear Creek County, State of Colorado, thence west along Interstate 70 to its intersection with ColoradoHighway 82 in Glenwood Springs, Colorado; and

(II)
beginning at Interstate 70 in Deer Trail, Colorado in Arapahoe County, State of Colorado, thence east along lnterstate70 to its intersection with Colorado Highway 71 at Limon, Colorado.

This application to abandon a portion of authority seeks to abandon the secheduled service, leaving call-and-demand shuttle service on the two routes. 
2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on October 21, 2013. 
3. Fresh Tracks Transportation LLC filed an intervention on October 29, 2013 but filed a withdrawal of that intervention on October 30, 2013. No other petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is uncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

4. The information submitted with this application warrants the granting of the requested partial abandonment.  Denver Airport Shuttle Express is requesting to abandon this portion of its authority because the service is not utilized by the public. 

5. The Commission finds that the application to abandon the scheduled service portion of CPCN PUC No. 55834 is in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That

1. This application was deemed complete on November 6, 2013, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. The application filed by Aspen / Snowmass Express LLC, doing business as Denver Airport Shuttle Express for approval to abandon the scheduled service portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55834 is granted. Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55834 will be re-issued to Aspen / Snowmass Express LLC, doing business as Denver Airport Shuttle Express with the scheduled service removed from the Certificate. 

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
