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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Application to Implement a Proposed Tariff on Less than 30-Days Notice (Application) filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG or the Company) on November 15, 2013.  The Application is made pursuant to § 40-3-104(2), C.R.S., and subparagraph 4109(b)(II) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-4.

2. CNG seeks a Commission decision authorizing it, on less-than-statutory notice, to place into effect on December 1, 2013, tariff sheets that correct an error in the compliance tariff filing made pursuant to Decision No. C13-1304 in Proceeding No. 13AL-0153G issued October 18, 2013, CNG’s recently concluded base rate proceeding.  CNG explains in the pro forma advice letter attached to the Application that the Company mistakenly set forth rates for usage measured in CCFs instead of therms for its Eastern Division.  CNG explains that the proposed tariff corrections will have no effect on the level of rates or level of revenues collected by CNG.    
3. Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we grant the Application.

B. Conclusions and Findings
4. The Application contains the materials required by the applicable Commission Rules and therefore is deemed complete. 

5. The Commission finds good cause to allow CNG to submit a compliance tariff on less-than-statutory notice to correct the error in Tariff Sheets 8, 9, and 17.  Given the Thanksgiving Holiday on November 28, 2013, CNG shall be allowed to file the new tariffs complying with this Decision on not less than one business day’s notice for tariffs to go into effect on December 1, 2013.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Application to Implement a Proposed Tariff on Less than 30-Days Notice filed by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG) on November 15, 2013 is deemed complete and approved.  
2. CNG is authorized to file, on not less than one day’s notice, the tariffs attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Decision.  These tariffs shall be effective for actual gas sales on or after their effective date of December 1, 2013.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.
4. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
