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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions 

1. Pursuant to § 40-6-109(2), C.R.S., the Commission, on its own motion, may reconsider a recommended decision and modify the findings of fact and conclusions therein.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we reconsider Decision No. R13-1143 (Decision) and modify the Decision to dismiss TLM Transportation, LLC, as a respondent.

2. By the Decision, mailed on September 17, 2013, the Respondents’ authorities or permits listed in Appendix A of that Decision were revoked for failure to pay to the Commission the annual $5.00 fee
 for each motor vehicle the Respondent operates.  TLM Transportation, LLC, was listed as a respondent; therefore, its authority, Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9951, was revoked pursuant to the Decision.

3. Pursuant to Rule 1501(c), of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, we administratively notice that TLM Transportation, LLC, was granted a suspension of operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9951 from December 8, 2012, through December 8, 2013, by Decision No. C13-0033 in Proceeding No. 12A-1254BP-Suspension.  Decision No. C13-0033 was mailed on January 8, 2013, and became effective on that date.

4. A motor carrier that is granted a suspension of operations is not required to pay to the Commission the annual vehicle fee of $5.00 during the time of suspension.  Therefore, TLM Transportation, LLC, was incorrectly included as a respondent in the instant proceeding.

5. In consideration of the suspension of Permit No. B-9951, the Commission, on its own motion, finds good cause to reconsider the Decision and modify it for the limited purpose of dismissing TLM Transportation, LLC, as a respondent.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. On its own motion, pursuant to § 40-6-109(2), C.R.S., the Commission reconsiders Decision No. R13-1143, mailed September 17, 2013. 

2. The Commission administratively notices that TLM Transportation, LLC, was granted a suspension of operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9951 from 
December 8, 2012, through December 8, 2013, by Decision No. C13-0033 in Proceeding 
No. 12A-1254BP-Suspension. 

3. Decision No. R13-1143 is modified to dismiss TLM Transportation, LLC, as a respondent.

4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Decision.

5. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.

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� Pursuant to § 40-10.1-111(1)(f), C.R.S., and Rule 6009 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6, every motor carrier shall pay an annual fee as set by the Commission before the first day of January of each calendar year, for each motor vehicle that the motor carrier owns, operates, controls, or manages within the State of Colorado.  The Commission issues a stamp for each vehicle for which the fee has been paid on an annual basis.  Rule 6009(e), 4 CCR 723-6.
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
