1. The second sentence of paragraph 1 on page 1 of this Decision reads as:
In this petition, RTD requests a permanent partial waiver of, or variance from the 8’-6” minimum side clearance standard stated in the Rules Regulating Railroads, Rail Fixed Guideways, Transportation by Rail, and Rail Crossings, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-7-7325(a)(I) and (II) to a 6’-0” minimum clearance for Amtrak service equipment, light poles, water boxes, power cabinets, and structural supports on platform 3 at Denver Union Station (DUS).  
That sentence states that the Regional Transportation District (RTD) requests a minimum clearance of 6’-0” for Amtrak service equipment, light poles, water boxes, power cabinets, and structural supports on platform 3.  That is incorrect.  The minimum clearance requested by RTD is 5’-7”.  That sentence shall be amended to read as follows:
In this petition, RTD requests a permanent partial waiver of, or variance from the 8’-6” minimum side clearance standard stated in the Rules Regulating Railroads, Rail Fixed Guideways, Transportation by Rail, and Rail Crossings, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-7-7325(a)(I) and (II) to a 5’-7” minimum clearance for Amtrak service equipment, light poles, water boxes, power cabinets, and structural supports on platform 3 at Denver Union Station (DUS).  

2. Paragraph 2 on page 1 reads as:

RTD requests a permanent variance of Rule 7325(a) requiring that the minimum side clearance distance be 6’-0” for Amtrak service equipment, light poles, water boxes, power cabinets, and structural supports on platform 3 at DUS allow a minimum side clearance of 5’-7” for this equipment from Track 5.  

That paragraph states that Rule 7325(a) requires that the minimum side clearance for Amtrak service equipment, light poles, water boxes, power cabinets, and structural supports is 6’0”.  That is incorrect.  The minimum side clearance is 8’-6”.  Paragraph 2 shall be amended to read as follows:
RTD requests a permanent variance of Rule 7325(a) requiring that the minimum side clearance distance be 8’-6” for Amtrak service equipment, light poles, water boxes, power cabinets, and structural supports on platform 3 at DUS allow a minimum side clearance of 5’-7” for this equipment from Track 5.  

3. The first sentence of ordering paragraph 1 on page 3 of this Decision reads as:
The Regional Transportation District is granted a permanent variance of Rule 7325(a) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Railroads, Rail Fixed Guideways, Transportation by Rail, and Rail Crossings, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-7 to a minimum side clearance distance of 5’-7” to the centerline of Track 5 for the entirety of platform 3 at Denver Union Station.
That sentence states that RTD is granted a permanent variance of the rules to the centerline of Track 5.  That is incorrect.  RTD is granted a permanent variance from the centerline of Track 5.  

The sentence does not list the items on platform 3 that the variance is for.  The first sentence of ordering paragraph 3 shall be amended to read as follows:

The Regional Transportation District is granted a permanent variance of Rule 7325(a) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Railroads, Rail Fixed Guideways, Transportation by Rail, and Rail Crossings, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-7 to a minimum side clearance distance of 5’-7” from the centerline of Track 5 to all Amtrak service equipment, light poles, water boxes, power cabinets, and structural supports for the entirety of platform 3 at Denver Union Station.
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
