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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On December 6, 2013, Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine and/or Go Alpine (Go Alpine), filed an application for authority to cancel Time Schedule No. 10 and replace it with Time Schedule No. 16 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice on December 16, 2013.

2. Go Alpine, under Certificate No 26246, may provide scheduled and 
call-and-demand limousine service between Steamboat Springs, on the one hand, and Kremmling, Silverthorne, Denver, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.

3. Go Alpine, in Time Schedule No. 16, proposes to change the location of its scheduled pick-up points in Kremmling and Silverthorne.

4. In support of the proposed changes, Ms. Tracey Rogalski, the manager of Go Alpine states:

The request for “less than 30 days statutory notice” is two-fold.  One, I filed an incorrect effective date on my November 25th filing; the effective date should have been December 26th and it was filed as December 25th.  Two, CPUC staff did not process that filing until December 3, and I was not notified that this filing was not accepted until December 4.

I would request that the effective date of Time Schedule No. 16 will be December 16, 2013, as that is when our scheduled service changes to four times per day and we will have new drivers and returning drivers beginning on that date for the winter season.

5. Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6, allows the Commission to grant a change to a tariff (or time schedule) on less-than 30 days’ notice for good cause shown.

6. A review of Commission records does show that Ms. Rogalski submitted Time Schedule No. 16 through the Commission’s e-filing system on November 25, 2013.  However, Time Schedule No. 16 was not processed by Commission Staff until December 3, 2013.

7. As a common carrier, Alpine Taxi/Limo is required by Rule 6207 4 CCR 723-6 to file revised tariffs and time schedules on 30 days’ notice.  The effective date of Time Schedule No. 16 was shown as December 25, 2013.  The effective date should have been December 26, 2013.  Time Schedule No. 16 was rejected by Commission Staff on December 3, 2013 for an incorrect effective date.

8. In consideration of the facts that:  a) the only revision to the existing schedule is the change in the locations of the scheduled pick-up points in Kremmling and Silverthorne; and b) the effective date of the schedule submitted on November 25, 2013, was only one day short of the required 30 days’ notice; the Commission finds that Go Alpine has shown good cause to cancel Time Schedule No. 10 and replace it with Time Schedule No. 16 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed on December 6, 2013 by Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., doing business as Alpine and/or Go Alpine (Go Alpine) is deemed complete.

2. The Application of Go Alpine to allow it to publish Time Schedule No. 16 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

3. Go Alpine is authorized to file, on less than one day’s notice to the Commission, an advice letter and Time Schedule No. 16.  Time Schedule No. 16 is attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Decision.
4. The advice letter and Time Schedule No. 16 shall be filed within ten days of the effective date of this Decision.  The advice letter and Time Schedule No. 16 shall be filed no later than the last business day prior to the proposed effective date of Time Schedule No. 16.

5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Decision.

6. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
