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I. STATEMENT  
1. On October 17, 2012, Golden West Airport Shuttle, LLC, doing business as GoldenWest Airport Shuttle (GoldenWest or Applicant), filed an Application to Extend Authority under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55789.  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On October 24, October 31, November 6, and November 14, 2012, Applicant supplemented the October 17, 2012 filing.  Unless the context indicates otherwise, reference in this Order to the Application is to the October 17, 2012 filing as supplemented on October 24, October 31, November 6, and November 14, 2012.  

3. On October 22, 2012, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice) in this proceeding (Notice at 3).  

4. The following entities intervened in this matter and oppose the Application:  Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab); 1st ABC Transportation, Inc. (1st ABC); Golden West Shuttle, Inc. (Golden West Shuttle); and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle).  

5. The following, collectively, are the Intervenors:  Colorado Cab, 1st ABC, Golden West Shuttle, and SuperShuttle.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

6. All Parties but Golden West Shuttle are represented by counsel.  As ordered on December 27, 2012 by Decision No. R12-1475-I, counsel for Golden West Shuttle is to enter an appearance in this proceeding no later than January 11, 2013.  

7. On November 28, 2012, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

8. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in Orders previously entered in this docket.  

9. On December 4, 2012, by Decision No. R12-1396-I, the ALJ ordered Applicant, after consultation with the Intervenors, to file a proposed procedural schedule and hearing dates that are satisfactory to the Parties.  

10. On December 28, 2012, GoldenWest filed its Statement Regarding Procedural Dates.  In that filing, GoldenWest represents that it contacted Intervenors regarding a procedural schedule and that no intervenor responded.  Consequently, as its proposed procedural schedule, Applicant proffers:  (a) no later than January 28, 2013, Applicant files its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its direct case; (b) no later than February 11, 2013, each intervenor files its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its case; (c) no later than February 25, 2013, each party files an updated and corrected list of witnesses and complete copies of updated or corrected exhibits; (d) no later than March 8, 2013, each party files prehearing motions; (e) no later than March 8, 2013, the Parties file any stipulation or settlement agreement reached; and (f) the hearing is held on two consecutive days during the week of March 11, 2013 or during the week of March 18, 2013.  

11. For the reasons stated in Decision No. R12-1396-I, the evidentiary hearing in this matter must be concluded no later than March 22, 2013.  

12. The ALJ is unavailable the week of March 11 through 15, 2013.  The ALJ is available every day the week of March 18 through 22, 2013.  

A. Applicant’s Filing.  

13. The ALJ finds that, because the evidentiary hearing likely will be held during the week of March 18 through 22, 2013, the proposed filing date for Applicant’s list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its direct case is satisfactory.  Applicant will be ordered to file, no later than January 28, 2013, its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its direct case.  

14. The testimony in this proceeding will be presented through oral testimony at the evidentiary hearing.  For each witness (except a witness offered in rebuttal), the following information must be provided:  (a) the witness’s name; (b) the witness’s address; (c) the witness’s business or daytime telephone number; and (d) a detailed statement of the testimony that the witness is expected to provide.  Applicant will be ordered to provide this information on Applicant’s list of witnesses.  

15. Applicant is advised, and is on notice, that no person will be permitted to testify in Applicant’s direct case unless that person is identified on the list of witnesses as required by ¶ 14.  

16. Complete copies of all exhibits (except an exhibit offered in rebuttal or an exhibit to be used in cross-examination) will be filed in advance of the hearing.  Applicant’s exhibits will be filed on January 28, 2013.  
17. Applicant is advised, and is on notice, that, except in rebuttal or when used in cross-examination, no document will be admitted as an exhibit for Applicant unless a complete copy of the document is filed in accordance with this Order.  

B. Intervenors’ Filing.  

18. The ALJ will order Intervenors to respond, no later than January 14, 2013, to:  (a) the remainder of Applicant’s proposed procedural schedule; and (b) the evidentiary hearing being held two days during the week of March 18, 2013.  An intervenor may suggest changes to the proposed procedural schedule.  At a minimum, an intervenor must provide its unavailable dates for the week of March 18 through 22, 2013.  

19. The January 14, 2013 filing date is later than the date on which Golden West Shuttle’s counsel is to enter an appearance in this docket.  The ALJ expects Golden West Shuttle’s counsel to respond to this Order.  In accordance with Decision No. R12-1475-I, the ALJ will not consider a response from Golden West Shuttle filed by an individual other than its counsel.  

20. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that the ALJ will deem an intervenor’s failure to make a filing in accordance with this Order to be the intervenor’s acquiescence to GoldenWest’s proposed procedural schedule and to be that intervenor’s waiver of objection to the procedural schedule and hearing dates established by subsequent Order.  

21. By subsequent Order, the ALJ will schedule this docket’s evidentiary hearing dates and will establish this docket’s procedural schedule.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. No later than January 14, 2013, each intervenor in this proceeding shall make the filing described in ¶ 18, above.  
2. No later than January 28, 2013, Golden West Airport Shuttle, LLC, doing business as GoldenWest Airport Shuttle, shall file its list or witnesses and complete copies of the documents as required by ¶¶ 13-17, above.  

3. The Parties are held to the advisements in the Orders issued in this docket.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
