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I. statement

1. Union Taxi Cooperative (Union Taxi or Applicant), initiated the captioned proceeding on October 30, 2012, by filing an application seeking authority to extend their certificate of public convenience and necessity as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).  

2. On November 5, 2012, the Commission provided public notice of the extension of the application by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice of Applications Filed:

Currently, Certificate No. 55776 authorizes the following:

Transportation of 

passengers in taxi service:

(a)
between all points (except those points in Weld County) within a twenty (20) mile radius of 16th Street and Champa Street in Denver, Colorado, and from said points, on the one hand, to, on the other hand:
(b)
For trips originating in the City and County of Denver: all points in the State of Colorado outside the twenty-mile radius; and
(c)
For trips originating outside the City and County of Denver: all points outside the twenty-mile radius that are in the counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, El Paso and Jefferson.
RESTRICTIONS:
(1)
to the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of seven (7) passengers or less, not including the driver;

(2)
to the use of a maximum of two hundred sixty-six (262) vehicles; and

(3)
to the use of a maximum of two hundred twenty (220) vehicles in service at any time. 
If the extension is granted, Certificate No. 55776 will read:

Transportation of 

passengers in taxi service:

(a)
between all points (except those points in Weld County) within a twenty (20) mile radius of 16th Street and Champa Street in Denver, Colorado, and from said points, on the one hand, to, on the other hand:
(b)
For trips originating in the City and County of Denver: all points in the State of Colorado outside the twenty-mile radius; and
(c)
For trips originating outside the City and County of Denver: all points outside the twenty-mile radius that are in the counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, El Paso and Jefferson.
RESTRICTIONS: 

(1)
to the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of seven (7) passengers or less, not including the driver;

(2)
to the use of a maximum of three hundred ninety-six (396) vehicles; and

(3)
to the use of a maximum of three hundred forty-six (346) vehicles in service at any time. 
3. On November 14, 2012, Freedom Cabs, Inc. (Freedom Cab), filed their Intervention as of Right through counsel.  This filing attached Commission authority no. 53638 held by Freedom Cab.

4. On November 29, 2012, MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and /or South Suburban Taxi (Metro Taxi) filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention through counsel. The filing attached Commission authority no. 1481, held by Metro Taxi.  Metro Taxi also filed a preliminary list of witnesses and exhibits.

5. On December 5, 2012, Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab) filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.  The Colorado Cab filing identified Commission authority no. 2378 as the basis of its intervention, and included a copy of the same.  

6. On December 12, 2012, the Commission deemed the application complete and it was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) and then assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

7. By Interim Order No. R12-1468-I, issued December 20, 2012, the interventions of Freedom Cab, Metro Taxi, and Colorado Cab were granted and the parties were ordered to confer and file an acceptable date or dates for an evidentiary hearing in the above captioned matter. 

8. On December 20, 2012, Trial Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed their Motion for Leave to Intervene and Entrance of Appearance Out of Time. As grounds Staff states that while considering whether to intervene in the above captioned proceeding, they inadvertently missed the deadline for their Intervention of Right.

9. In their motion Staff states they do not oppose the application, but would like to participate in the hearing to ensure that the record of the proceedings is complete.

10. As of the date of this Order, no party has filed an objection to the Motion.

11. Good cause is found to allow Staff to intervene in the above captioned matter.

12. In response to Interim Order No. R12-1468-I, the parties have conferred and jointly request the following procedural schedule:

a) Union Taxi’s witness and exhibit disclosures due January 25, 2013.

b) Intervenor’s witness and exhibit disclosures (amendments and updates for Metro Taxi) due February 25, 2013.

c) Hearing to be held April 1-4, 2013 with April 5 reserved if needed.     

13. In addition to the proposed procedural schedule, Applicant advised the Commission that it waives its right to have the Commission issue its final decision within 210 days from the date the application was deemed complete. 
14. The procedural schedule submitted by the parties is acceptable to the undersigned ALJ and shall be accepted.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Intervention of the Trial Staff of the Public Utilities Commission is granted.

2. An evidentiary hearing is scheduled in this matter as follows:

3. Applicant Union Taxi Cooperative shall file its disclosure of witnesses and exhibits on or before January 25, 2013.

4. Intervenors Freedom Cabs, Inc.; Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab; and Staff of the Public Utilities Commission shall file their respective disclosures of witnesses and exhibits on or before February 25, 2013.

5. Intervenor MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and /or South Suburban Taxi may, at its option, amend or supplement its witness and exhibit disclosures on or before February 25, 2013.

6. Waiver of the 210-day time period for issuance of a Commission Decision filed by Applicant, Union Taxi Cooperative, is acknowledged.

7. This Order shall be effective immediately.
