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I. statement

1. On January 14, 2013, Nathaniel Law, Esquire, filed a Motion for Leave to Appear Pro Hac Vice for Nathaniel Law as Attorney for Pending Applicant, Total Call Mobile, Inc. (Verified Motion).  Mr. Law is a member in good standing of the Bar of California and seeks leave to represent the pending Applicant Total Call Mobile, Inc. in this matter.  

2. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1201(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure governs admissions to appear before the Commission for attorneys not licensed to practice in Colorado.  This rule in turn refers to Rule 221.1, Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure (Colo.R.Civ.P.).

3. The Commission received notification from the Colorado Supreme Court that the motion and required fees have been received.

4. The Verified Motion contains the statements and information required by Colo.R.Civ.P. 221.  The information establishes that Mr. Law has made the required filing and payment to, the Clerk of the Colorado Supreme Court.
