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I. statement  

1. On November 7, 2012, Total Call Mobile, Inc. (Applicant), filed a verified Application for Limited Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier (Application).  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On November 14, 2012, the Commission gave notice of the Application; established an intervention period, which has expired; and established a procedural schedule.  This Order will vacate that procedural schedule.

3. On December 5, 2012, the Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, and the Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority timely filed their Motion for Permissive Intervention and Entry of Appearance.  

4. On December 5, 2012, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) timely filed its Notice of Intervention of Right and Request for Hearing in this proceeding.  
In this filing, the OCC does not state that it opposes or contests the Application.  The OCC does identify specific issues and areas that it apparently intends to address in this proceeding.  The identified issues and areas are sufficient to warrant a hearing in this matter.  

5. On December 14, 2012, the Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, and the Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority, filed their Motion to Withdraw their Permissive Intervention.

6. On December 18, 2012, Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely filed its Notice of Intervention, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1403(b), and Request for Hearing.  In this filing, Staff does not state that it opposes or contests the Application.  Staff does identify specific issues and areas that it apparently intends to address in this matter.  The identified issues and areas are sufficient to merit a hearing

7. The OCC and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

8. On December 19, 2012, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) and it was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.  

9. By Interim Order No. R12-1478-I issued December 28, 2012, a prehearing conference was scheduled for January 15, 2013, to set a procedural schedule in the above captioned docket.  The parties were also advised that the prehearing conference would be vacated if an agreed upon procedural schedule was filed with the Commission prior to the scheduled prehearing conference.

10. On January 15, 2013, the parties filed their Joint Motion to File Procedural Schedule, Vacate Hearing and for Waiver of Response Time; Total Call Mobile Inc’s Waiver of Time Limit for Decision on its Application (Motion). 

11. In their Motion, the parties have agreed to the following procedural schedule:
